The amount received shall be utilized for meeting

the expenses in connection with processing the
dossiers, payment to external experts and for
other adoption promotion activities.

SARA shall receive the dossiers of cases for inter-
country adoptions from the recognized Indian
Placement Agency and put up the same before
the Adoption Recommendation Committee for
issue of Recommendation Certificate.
