The Executive Committee may delegate such
administrative, financial and other powers as it
considers fit to the Chairman, Vice Chairman,
Member Secretary of the Executive Committee,
Project Director of the State Mission Resource
Centre for Women (SRCW), or any of its members
/ or to a committee and impose such duties as it
deems proper and may also prescribe limitations
within which the powers and duties shall be
exercised or discharged.

The Executive Committee will have the power to
undertake or issue contracts for construction of
buildings for use by the State Mission Resource
Centre for Women (SRCW), hire, take on lease,
exchange or otherwise acquire properties
movable orimmovable and to construct, alter and
maintain any building, purchase stores as may
be necessary and services required for the
discharge of the functions of the Society, provided
that such activities shall be consistent with the
prevailing State Government’s rules and standing
orders.

The Executive Committee will have the power to
draw up individual terms of reference (TOR) for
each post of the State Resource Centre for
Women (SRCW) consistent with the Government
of India’s guidelines and instructions pertaining
to qualifications of employees of the Mission,
selection procedures, Discipline and Control
Rules.

The Executive Committee will have the power and
responsibility to formulate the Plan and Budget,
purchase procedures, delegation of financial
powers, investment of funds, maintenance of
accounts and audit, TA & DArules and such other
matters as may be necessary for carrying out the
objects and proper administration of the affairs
of the Mission not inconsistent with the guidelines
/ Instructions of the Government of India, Ministry
of Women and Child Development and State
Government norms.

The Executive Committee will have full powers
to make by-laws, rules and regulations as it thinks
essential for the regulation of the Mission.

The Executive Committee shall have full powers
to create posts, recruit staff under the Society and

Purchase, hire, take on lease, exchange or
otherwise acquire properties, movable or
immovable and to construct, alter and maintain
any buildings as may be necessary for carrying
out the objectives of the Mission.

Enter into all such negotiations and contracts
(national or bilateral) or rescind them and vary all
such contracts and execute them and do all such
acts and deeds as it may consider expedient in
relation to matters pertaining to the growth and
development of the Mission.

Institute, conduct, defend, compound,
compromise or abandon any legal proceedings
by or against the Mission or otherwise relating to
the affairs of the Mission Society.

officers and authorities of the Mission, such
powers and impose such duties as it deems
proper.

Appoint standing committees / adhoc committees
for carrying out the objectives of the Mission as it
deems fit.
