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Meghalaya State Rural Employment Guarantee (State Council)

Rules, 2013

1. Short title and commencement- (1) These rules may be called the Meghalaya State
Rural Employment Guarantee ( State Council Rules ) Rules, 2013.

They shall come into force from the date of their publication in the Official

Gazette.
2. Definitions- In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires.

“Act” means the Mahatma Gandhi National Employment Guarantee Act 2005 (42
of 2005)

“State Council” means the State Employment Guarantee Council constituted
under sub-section (1) of Section 12 of the Act;

“Chair person” means the Chairperson of the State Council;

(i)“DEC means ”District Employment Council, a body at the District level notified
under Meghalaya State MGNREGS for the purpose of implementation of
MGNREGA, for the rural areas at the district level in accordance with the
provisions of Part IX of the constitution;

(ii) “BEC” means Block Employment Council, a body at the Block level notified
under Meghalaya State MGNREGS for purpose of implementation of the
MGNREGA ;

(iii) “ AEC” means Area Employment Council, a body formed at the cluster level
comprising of 3 or 4 villages within a radius of 2.5 kms for performing roles and
responsibilities of Gram Panchayat;

(iv) “VEC” means Village Empioyment Council “ the institution at the village level
notified under the Meghalaya State MGNREGS

(e) Executive Committee” means the Executive Committee of the State Council
constituted under sub-rule (1) of Rule 9;

“Member —Secretary” means the Member-Secretary of the State Council;
‘Section” means a section of the Act;

“Scheme” means a scheme notified by the State Government under sub-section
(1) of section 4;

“State Rural Employment Society” means the Society of the State Government
registered under Registration of Society’s Act for monitoring the implementation
of the MGNREGA Schemes and the management of State Employment
Guarantee Fund;

Words and expressions used but not defined in the rules shall have the meanings
respectively assigned to them in the Act.

3. The State Council- (1) Subject to the provision of sub-rule (2) the State Counril

constituted under sub-section (1) of section 10 shall consist of the following,

namely:-
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(a) (i) Minister i/c Community and Rural Development- Chairman, Ex officio;
{ii) Minister, Agriculture Member
(iii) Minister, Finance _ Member
(iv) Minister, Social Welfare _ Member
(v) -Minister, Forest & Environment Member
(vi) Minister, Labour Member
{vi) Principal Secretary, Community and Rural Development Member
(vii) Principatl Secretary, Planning Member
(viii) Principal Secretary, Finance Member
(ix) Principal Secretary, Agriculture Member
(x) Principal Secretary, Soil & Water Conservation Member
(xi) Principal & Secretary, Labour & Employment Member
(xii) Principal & Secretary, Social Welfare Member
(xiii)  Principal & Secretary, Forest & Environment Member
(xiv)  Principal & Secretary, Rural Drinking Water & Sanitation

Member
(xv)  Principal Secretary, Fisheries Department member
(vi) Commissioner & Secretary, C&RD Department
Member Secretary
(xvi) Director, C&RD Department Member

{b) Non Official Members:

(i) Secretary/Chairpersons from AEC/VEC 5 Members

(i) Representatives from BEC 5 Members

(iii) Social Activists from districts 2 Members
{One member should be from a recognized organization for the
Disabled)

{iv) Representatives of DEC 3 Members

(2). One third of Non- official Members to be nominated will consist of Women.
4. Terms and conditions of appointment of Members:

{1). The member representing the Cabinet or Departments of the Government of
Meghalaya shall hold their offices as long as they are serving their respective Cabinet
or Departments or till the concerned Cabinet or Department nominates any other

officer.

(2) The Term of office of non-official members nominated under clause (c) of Sub-
rule (1) of rule 3 shall be for a period of two years.

(3) Non-Official members shall be entitled to TA/DA as applicable to State
Government employees of the first class for attending the meeting of State Council

or Executive Committee.

Resignation, etc of non-official members-

(1) Any non-official member may,-

(a) By writing under his hand addressed to the Chairman resign his/her office at
any time.

(b) Be removed from his/her office in case he/she incurs any disqualification
mentioned in sub-rule (2)

(2) The State Government may, remove from office a non—official member if

he/she,-

i. has been adjudged as an insolvent; or

ii. has been convicted of an offence which, in the opinion of the State
Government, involves moral turpitude; or

iii. has become physically or mentally incapable of acting as a member; or

iv. has acquired such financial or other interest as is likely to affect
prejudicially his/her function as member; or

V. has so abused his/her position as to render his continuance in office
prejudicial to the public interest; or

Vi. remains absent for three consecutive meetings of the State Council
except for reasons beyond his/her control or without permission of the
Chairman.

(3) Any vacancy caused in the State Council due to resignation, death, removal or
otherwise of non-official member shall be filled from the same category which
such member was representing and the person newly nominated shall hold
office so long as the member whose place he/she fills would have been entitled
to hold office, if the vacancy had not occurred.

Meetings of the State Council and its quorum-

(1) The State Council shall meet at least two times in a year or more frequently as it may
consider necessary, at such places and at such time, as may be decided upon by the
Chairman, provided that six months shall not intervene between two consecutive
meetings of the State Council.

(2) The Chairman shall preside at every meeting of the State Council .

(3) Not less than two thirds of the members shall constitute the quorum for the

meeting of State Council.

Procedure for meeting (1) The Member- Secretary shall give at least fourteen clear
days of notice for a meeting of the State Council, giving therein the date, time and

place of the meeting.
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(2) if the quorum in the meeting is not present, the Chairman may postpone the
meeting to another date and the Chairman and the members present at the
postponed meeting shall constitute the quorum.

(3) Every question brought before any meeting of the State Council shall be decided
upon by a majority of the members present and voting at the meeting before which
the matter is brought and no member shall be altowed to vote by proxy.

(4) In the case of an equality of votes on any resolution or question, the Chairman
shall have a casting or a second vote.

(5) The Member-Secretary shall, within thirty days of a meeting, circulate the
minutes of the meeting duly approved by the Chairman.

8. Functions of the State Council — (1) The State Council shall perform and discharge
the following functions and duties, namely:-
(a) advising the State Government on all matters concerning the Scheme and its
implementation in the State.
(b) Determining the preferred works;
(c}) Reviewing the monitoring and redress mechanisms from time to time and
recommending improvements;
{d) Promoting the widest possible dissemination of the Act and Schemes in the
State and schemes under it; '
(e} Monitoring the implementation of the Act and Scheme in the State and
coordinating with Central Council as the case may be;
{f} Approving the annual report to be laid before the State Legislature by the
State Government;
(g) Any other duty or function as may be assigned to it by the Central Council or
the State Government.
(2) The State Council may, subject to such control and directions, authorize the
Member- Secretary to deal with such financial and administrative matters for the
day-to-day functioning.
{3) The State -Council shall lay down the systems and procedures for maintenance of

its accounts and other recards, as the case may be.

(4)The Member-Secretary shall be responsible for the custody and maintenance of
the minutes book and other records of the State Council and those of the Executive

Committee.

(5) The State Council shall have the power to undertake an evaluation of the
Schemes implemented in the State.

9. Executive Committee — (1) The State Council shall constitute a Committee to be
called the Executive Committee to assist it, to discharge the duties and perform the
functions assigned to it.

(2)The Executive Committee constituted under sub rule (1) shall consist of the
following, namely,

(i) Principal Secretary, Government of Meghalaya, Department of
Community & Rural Development or any other Officer designated to look
after the MGNREGS

(ii) Representative of the Finance Department and four other
Members who are Secretaries of State Government nominated by the
Chairman of the Executive Committee.

(iii) Four non- official members of the Central Counci! to be nominated
by the Chairman of the State Council.

(3) The Member-Secretary shall be the Commissioner & Secretary, / Secretary of the
C&RD Department . i

10. Functions of the Executive Committee- (1) Subject to the general superintendence
and directions of the State Council, the Executive Committee shall perform the
following duties and functions, namely:-

(a) take steps to give effect to the decisions of the State Council;
(b) manage the administrative and financial affairs of the State Councii;
() sanction expenditure in connection with the affairs of the State Council;

(d) appoint expert groups for technical support and advice, to improve the quality of
implementation of the Act;

{e) exercise such powers and perform such functions as may be entrusted to it by the

State Council.

(2) The Executive Committee shall meet at least once.in three months or more
frequently, if required by the State Council.

11. Role of State Rural Employment Society - (1) The State Council and the Executive
Committee shall be assisted by the SRES, set up by the State Government to provide
logistic and technical support for the implementation of the provisions of the Act,
and shall function as the Secretariat for the Council.
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12. Funds of the Central Council- (1) The State Council shall meet its expenses in

connection with its affairs and the functions entrusted to it under the Act or these

rules from the annual grants released to it by the Ministry of Rural Development out
of the National Employment Guarantee Fund.

(2) The fund of the State Council shall be operated through a Scheduled Bank .
