Attested copies of S.S.L.C. Certificate, admit
card/birth certificate for age verification, SC/ST Certificate are to be attached along with the application.
Domicile certificate/Permanent Residential Certificate is to be enclosed by the candidates other than
Khasi-Jaintia, Garo and other tribals of Meghalaya.

A candidate should be of sound health both mentally and physically, free from organic defects or bodily
infirmities likely to interfere with the efficient performance of duties and has to undergo thorough medical
examination before appointment. Police training for a brief period is mandatory for new recruits.

A candidate must possess the following minimum standard of physical fithess -
Male - Height 157 cms for SC/ST candidates and 162 cms for others.
Female - Height 152 cms for SC/ST candidates and 157 cms for others.
The height measurement will be done on the date of submission of application.

One application for 1 applicant only is allowed 4 (four) recent passport size photographs should accompany
the application. A candidate is not allowed to submit application in more than one District and if any such
case is detected, a candidate is liable for disqualification even after being appointed.
