Expression of Interest (Eol) on 29th September 2009 on behalf of the State Government of Meghalaya for short
listing of Firms for establishment of Cold Chain Infrastructure and Tissue Culture Facility in the State of
Meghalaya:

And whereas, after short listing of Firms, the National Horticulture Board had invited Techno-Commercial
bids from among the short-listed Firms on 15th February 2010, for the above project and had on 6th April 2010
selected M/s Jindal Mectec as L-l and M/s Walco as L-2 (and M/s Rinac was declared as ineligible) for
construction of Cold Rooms and Pre-coolers:

And whereas the National Horticultural Board had also empanelled ‘four Firms, namely, (i) The Energy
and Resources Institute (TERI), (i) Yes Bank Ltd, (iii) Global Agrisystems Pvt. Ltd, and (iv) Sun Agri
Genetics Pvt. Ltd. for formulation of DPRs for the Tissue Culture Lab:

And whereas, on careful scrutiny and in-depth examination of the Bid documents of the above Firms by
the Directorate of Horticulture, Meghalaya and by this Department, it is found that there are much deficiency,
inconsistency, discrepancy and vast disparity in the technical details given by the Bidders in the Bid documents:

And whereas it is also found that the recommendation of the National Horticulture Board is contradictory
and confusing. The Tender Evaluation Sub-Committee (TESC) of the Board had selected M/s Jindal Mectec
as L-l and M/s Walco as L-2 (and declared M/s Rinac as ineligible) for construction of Cold Rooms and
Pre-coolers, but the Board had recommended that the work should be allotted to each of the three Bidders. And
if the work is allotted to all the three Bidders on their quoted rates, it will definitely create a serious problem not
only in the execution of the work but also with regard to the rates to be paid to the Bidders for the work, which
will inevitably invite audit objection from CAG:

And whereas it is also found that the Bids, submitted by the empanelled Firms for formulation of DPR for
the Tissue Culture, were disparately at odds with the terms and conditions specified for submission of Bids for
preparation of DPR. The disparity and incongruity is so much that it is impossible to make an objective evaluation
of the Bids as they are totally incomparable:

And whereas, after careful-consideration and examination of the matter, and’after consultation with Law
Department, it is found that the selection of the Bidders for the above project by the National Horticulture Board
was not done in a proper manner and with the required due diligence, and as such, the State Government finds
it difficult to accept the recommendation of the National Horticulture Board:

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that the recommendation of the National Horticulture
Board with regard to the selection of Bidders for execution of the above mentioned project cannot be accepted
and is accordingly rejected for the above and other reasons.
