AMENDMENT OF * THE MEGHALAYA POWER SECTOR REFORMS TRANSFER SCHEME, 2010".

No.POWER-79/2009/445.—In pursuant to the Notification No.POWER-79/2009/290, dated 31st March,
2010, and subsequent Notifications dated 19th May, 2011 and 31st March, 2012 respectively, the State Load
Despatch Centres was working under the State transmission utility i.e. MePTCL.

Now in partial modification of the earlier Notifications issued in this regard and also in compliance with
Section 31 and Section 32 of the Electricity Act, 2003, the Government of Meghalaya hereby notifies the
following :-

A). The State Load Despatch Centre shall work as a Strategic Business Unit (SBU) under the State
Transmission Utility (Meghalaya Power Transmission Corporation Limited).

B). The necessary insertion of the definition of the “SBU” be made under clause 2 (1) (1) of the original
Notification i.e. The Meghalaya Power Sector Reforms Transfer Scheme, 2010 dated 31st March, 2010 as
follows:

“(1) “Strategic Business Unit (SBU)” means a business unit with overall corporate identity and a smaller
part of a Company to perform a specific task”.

The above order shall be effective from the date of issue of this Notification.

Subject :- Fixation of Pay of employees on Promotion-Exercise of Option thereof.

No.FEG.14/2012/70.—In continuation to the Government decision on fixation of pay of employees on
promotion, which was communicated vide OM No.FEG.14/2012/1, dated 13th June, 2012 with the effective
date from 1st January, 2012, the State Government has further decided that employees on promotion may
exercise an option within one month from the date of promotion/joining in the higher post to have their pay fixed
in the higher post with effect from the date of joining or after the date of increment in the lower post. In cases
where no option is submitted before the expiry of the period of one month, fixation of pay shall be made with
effect from the date of joining in the higher post.

In respect of promotion cases during the period of January 2012 to the date of issue of this order,
Government servants are to submit their option for fixation of their pay within two months from the date of issue
of this order.
