Subject :- Leave Travel Concession-mode of travel for Grade I Officers.

No.F(PR)-132/2009/Pt./35.—The undersigned is directed to say that a question has been raised regarding
the mode of travel for Grade I Officers of the State Government who avail Leave Travel Concession facility
under the provisions of Government O.M.No.F(PR)-11/80/7, dated 28th June, 1980. After careful consideration
of all aspects of the matter and in supersession of the clarification contained in Government O.M. No.F(PR)-11/
80/Pt/176, dated 1st August,1988, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to decide that Grade I Officers, who
are entitled to travel by air while on official tour under the provisions of the Meghalaya Travelling Allowance
Rules, 1985, shall be entitled to travel by air during Leave Travel Concession by Apex Fare on economy class.

NOTE : 1. APEX fare stands for Advance Purchase Excursion fares offered by Airlines to customers. Apex
fares are discounted and special fares for economy class which are much lower than the normal
fares. Such Apex fares are normally available at least 21 days in advance before the departure.

2. Government employees eligible to travel by air by apex fare shall ensure that the class they
are entitled to travel, is economy class and air tickets have been purchased at least 21 days in
advance, or otherwise the airfare is not more than the apex fare for tickets purchased at least 21
days in advance. In case of tickets not purchase at least 21 days in advance and that airfare is
higher than the apex fare, prior Government approval shall be required before their reimbursement
claim is entertained.
