OFFICE MEMORANDUM

Subject :- Casual/Muster Roll Workers, Wages and Benefits.

No. F(PR)-17/2013/16.—The undersigned is directed to state that attention of the Government has been

drawn to the quantum of daily wage admissible under the existing rules/orders to the Muster Rolls and Regular

Casual Workers (RCWs) working under various Departments of the Government. After careful consideration of

the nature of work performed by these workers and the service they rendered to the Government, the Governor

of Meghalaya is pleased to order that payment of wages to Muster Rolls/Regular Casual Workers shall be as

categorised below :-

(a) Muster Rolls with less than 5 years of service may be treated at par with the Unskilled wage workers;

(b) Muster Rolls with more than 5 years of service but not conferred with RCW status be treated at par with

the Semi-skilled wage workers;

(c) RCWs with less than 10 years of service as RCW be treated at par with the Skilled wage workers;

(d) RCWs with more than 10 years of service as RCW be treated at par with the Highly Skilled wage workers.

These orders shall take immediate effect.
