The Committee will organize regular Monthly
Meetings to discuss various issues in the Anganwadi
area in the village or ward / slum, and record minutes
of the Meeting. A copy of the Minutes is to be sent to
the Block Level Committee, and the CDPO concerned.

Supervisors of ICDS, ANM, LHV may also be
invited to the Meeting as may be required.

The roles and responsibilities of the Anganwadi
Level Monitoring and Support Committee are as
below: -

The Anganwadi Level Committee will review and
take / suggest action to improve delivery of services
at the Anganwadi Centre. The Committee is authorised
and expected to play the following roles: -
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(i) Check regularity of functioning of AWC.

(i)  Ensure coverage of all eligible beneficiaries as
against the surveyed population,

(i) Review status of supplementary food to all
beneficiaries for at least 21 days in a month

(iv) Review nutritional status of children 0-3 years and
3-6 years, weighment, availability of WHO New
Growth charts and Joint Mother and Child
Protection Cards and number of moderate and
severely .undernourished children and steps
taken.

(v) Review functioning of non-formal PSE activities
per day, development / use of local learning and
play materials, organizing parents’ meet; etc.

(vi) Ensure participation of AWWSs at VHSC meeting.

(vii) Ensure participation of at least one of the
members (other than AWW, ASHA and ANM) on
the monthly VHND at each AWC and to ensure
that it is well organized and well attended and
that all the services are rendered on that day.

(viii)Review facilities available at the Anganwadi
Centre in the light of established nonns
(infrastructure including clean water, functioning
toilet, play-area, PSE / MedSotee kits, cooking
utensils etc). The Committee may consider ways
to locally strengthen the AWC infrastructure,
mobilize resources from the community / other
schemes.

(ix) Review receipt and utilization of consumables
such as food supplement and Medicines as well
as physical stocks.

*Find reason for any shortfall from expected
norms, or discrepancies in stocks.

*Document and report such shortfall and
discrepancies to the Block Level Monitoring
Committee and the CDPO.

(x) Attend to any legal disputes related to AWC or
AWW, and resolve such disputes amicably; flag
unresolved disputes to the Block Level Monitoring
Committee.

(xi) Interact with the AWW / ICDS Supervisors to
understand reason (s) for any shortfall in services
provided at the Anganwadi Centre; and find ways
to locally strengthen services or correct shortfalls,
formally document and report unresolved issues
to the Block Level Monitoring Committee with a
copy to the CDPO, Medical officer / PHC as
appropriate.

(xii) Any other matter as may be relevant for improving
service delivery.

I.  To ensure any / all of the above, the Anganwadi
Level Committee members are expected to take
note of the following:-

1. Familiarize themselves with the objectives and
spirit of the ICDS programme.

2. Familiarize themselves with the established
norms and guidelines for ICDS by obtaining a
copy of such guidelines from the Block Level
Monitoring Committee, interact with members of
the Block Level Monitoring Committee, or
supervisor or CDPO or with the LHV or Medical
Officer / PHC to seek clarification regarding these
norms.

3. Visit the Anganwadi Centre periodically and
interact with other Members of the Community to
enquire about the functioning of the AWC.

4. Convene, a Monthly Meeting to transact its
business, preferably soon after the preparation
of the AWC MPR, and maintain minutes recording
the attendance of members, issues reviewed,
findings and action taken.

5. Send a copy of the minutes of the Monthly Meeting
to the Block Level Monitoring Committee.

II.  Onanyissue, while it is always preferable to have
negotiated and unanimous decisions, the
members present may take decisions based on
guidelines and norms. Unresolved issues may be
sent to a higher level for directions.

IIl.  The committee and its members will conduct their
business in a manner that does not disturb the
day-to-day activities of the AWW / AWC.
