No.LBG. 28/13/17 : - The Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to prescribe the following Rules for the
Departmental Examination of Officers of the Labour Department. These Rules shall come into force
with immediate effect.

RULES FOR THE CONDUCT OF DEPARTMENTAL EXAMINATION.

1. The Examination under these Rules shall be held under the direction of the Meghalaya Public
Service Commission. All Officers intending to appear in the Examination shall apply in the
prescribed form (Appendix - 1) within the date prescribed by the Commission.

2. The date of the Examination will be fixed by the Commission and duly notified in the
Meghalaya Gazette with a copy there of to the Examiners and to the Government in the
Labour Department at least one month before the commencement of the Exam for
circulation to all Labour Officers.

3. The Examination shall be held twice a year in May and December at Shillong, Jowai and Tura
simultaneously as per syllabus at Appendix - Il.

4. Every officer shall be liable to pass compulsorily the following subjects of the Departmental
Examination : -
(i) General Rules and Procedures.
(ii) Labour Laws.
(iii}Accounts.
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5. The question papers for the examination in the subjects referred to in Rule 4 shall usually be set
on the requisition of the Meghalaya Public Service Commission by the following officers, namely:-

Subjects - By whom question papers should be set
(1) General Rules & Procedures - Commissioner & Secretary/ Secretary to the Govt.
(with books) of Meghalaya, Personnel & Administrative

Reforms Department.

(2) Labour Laws

(i) Labour Laws 1% Paper (with books)
- Commissioner & Secretary/ Secretary to the Govt.

of Meghalaya, Labour pepartment/ Labour
Commissioner.

(i) Labour Laws 2" Paper (without books)

(3) Accounts (with books) - Commissioner & Secretary/ Secretary to the
Govt. of Meghalaya, Finance Department.

Provided that if, for any reason, the officers named above may not in a-position to set the
question papers within the time fixed by the Commission, the work may be entrusted by the
Commission to any other officer of equivalent rank.

6. The time allotted and the total marks and pass marks in each subject of the Departmental
Examination shall be as prescribed in Appendix - Ill.

7. (i) The answer papers shall be examined and evaluated by the officers who set the question
papers or by any other officers as may be selected by the Commission.

(i} The officers shall examine the answer papers within such time as may be prescribed by the
Commission and shall immediately thereafter communicate to the Chief Controller of
Examinations the marks obtained by the examinees along with the answer scripts to the
Secretary, Meghalaya Public Service Commission.

8. The Commission shall publish the final result of the Examination in the Gazette of Meghalaya and
forward a copy thereof to the Government.

9. The Commission may borrow the Codes, Acts, Rules, etc. as may be necessary for conducting the
Examination in Papers with Books from the Government Offices/Libraries and it shall be
responsible for the safe custody and return of the books at the close of the examination.
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10. Every officer is liable to pass the Examination under Rule 4 within a period of two years
from the date of his appointment otherwise he shall not be eligible for confirmation in the
service. Provided that where an officer has already intimated his intention to appear in the

Examination and : - ‘
a. He is unable to appear as he is not spared by Government owing to any
emergency, or. |
b. The entire Examination is abandoned or postponed by more than three months,
the benefit of confirmation shall be given to such officer retrospectively if he
passes in the next Examination in all the subjects he is liable to pass.

Provided that the Governor may, by general or special orders, exempt an officer from
passing any one or more of the subjects of the Departmental Examination prescribed under
Rule 4.

Provided further that the Governor may, by general or special orders, temporarily
exempt an officer from passing the Departmental Examination prescribed under Rule 4 and
confirm him in the service and allow him to draw his increment,

Provided that no further increment shall be allowed to such officer as soon as the first
Departmental Examination under these Rules are held unless he passes all the subjects in the
Departmental Examination prescribed under Rule 4 and is confirmed in the service.

11. If any question arises relating to the interpretation of these Rules, it shall be referred to the
Governor whose decision thereon shall be final.
