ii) Projection of local needs and aspirations and
suggestions for translating them into schemes and
programmes and fixing priorities within the
objectives of the State/ National plan.

iii) Formulation of District development plans.

iv) Co-ordination in the implementation of District Plans
and Programmes,

 v) Monitoring and review of the implementation of
District Plans and Programmes,

vi) Take up such other studies and functions as may
be assigned to it from time to time and to make
suitable recommendation to the State Government.

vii) Make recommendation with a view to ensuring co-
ordination in the matter of planning in the State.

4. The Headquarter of the Council shall be at
Baghmara.

5. The Council shall submit an Annual Report to
the Government.
