No.HPL.116/2008/P/133 - In pursuance of the directions of the Hon’ble Supreme Court dated 18.07.2013 passed in

WP(Crl.) 129 of 2006 Laxmi vs. Union of India and others, it is hereby brought to the notice of the general public,
which includes individuals, educational and research institutions, hospitals, industries, Government Departments and
Public Sector Undertakings or sellers that the State Governmént has issued an order vide No. HPL.116/2008/Pt./120
dt.23.09.2013 that seeks to regulate the sale of following acids and corrosive substances:

Acetic acid (beyond 25% concentration by weight);

Acetic Anhydride;

Hydrofluoric acid (HF),

Hydrocyanic acid except substances containing less than 0.1 per cent weight in weight of hydrocyanic acid;
Hydrochloric acid, except substances containing less than 5 per cent weight in weight of hydrochloric acid;

Oxalic acid;

Perchloride of mercury (corroswe sublimate);

Potassium hydroxide except substances containing less than 2 per cent weight in weight of potassium
hydroxide;

Sodium hydroxide except substances containing less than 2 per cent weight in weight of sodium hydroxide;
Hydrogen peroxide (beyond 50% concentration by weight);

Formaldehyde (beyond 25% concentration by weight);

Phenol (beyond 3% concentration by weight);

Sodium Hypochlorite Sol.
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2. The afore-mentioned Government order stipulates as follows:

(i)  Over the counter sale of acid is completely prohibited unless the seller maintains a log/register recording
the sale of acid which shall contain the details of the person(s) to whom acid(s) is/are sold, the quantity
sold, and the address of the person to whom it is sold etc.

(i)  Noacid shall be sold to any person who is below 18 years of age.

(i)  All sellers shall sell acid only after the buyer has shown:

(a) a photo ID issued by the Government which also has the address of the person.
(b) specific reason/purpose for procuring acid.

(iv)  All stocks of acid must be declared by the seller with the concerned District Maglstrate or Sub-Divisional
Magistrate (SDM), as the case may be, within 15 days of this order.

(v)  Incase if any undeclared stock of acid is detected, the concerned District Magistrate / SDM will confiscate
the stock and suitably impose fine on such sellers up to Rs.50,000/-,

(vi)  The concerned District Magistrate / SDM may impose fine up to Rs.50,000/- on any person who commits
breach of any of the above directions.

3. The order further stipulates that the educational institutions, research laboratories, hospitals, Government
Departments and the departments of Public Sector Undertakmgs, who are required to keep and store acid, shall
follow the following guidelines:

() A register of usage of acid shall be maintained and the same shall be filled with the concerned District
Magistrate / SDM.

(i) A person shall be made accountable for possession and safe keeping of acid in their premises.

(i)  The acid shall be stored under the supervision of this person and there shall be compulsory checking of the
students / personnel leaving the laboratories / place of storage where acid is used.

4. All the District Magistrates and Sub Divisional Magistrate shall be responsible for taking appropriate action in the
event of breach/default/violation of the-above directions, within their respective jurisdictions.

5. All the buyers-and sellers of acids and corrosive substances shall follow the above directions serupulously.

Whereas Shri. M.B.K.Reddy, IFS(RR-93) Conservator of Forests (GIS & PF),
Office of the Principal Chief Conservator of Forests has been found guilty by the
Court of Special Magistrate, CBI Cases , Indore U/s s 417, 468 and 471 IPC r/w
511 IPC wherein the Learned Magistrate awarded sentence of three months RI and
fine of Rs. 500/- for commission of offences U/s 471 IPC and two years RI and fine
of RS. 500/- for offences U/s 468 and 471 r/w 511 IPC vide order dt. 3-11-2011

And whereas Shri. M.B.K.Reddy filed an appeal against the said Judgment in
the Court of 4th Session Judge, Indore on 17-5-2012 wherein the Learned 4t
Session Judge, Indore dismissed his appeal on 8-7-2013 and upheld the conviction
pronounced by the Learned Special Magistrate, Indore.

And whereas CBI Bhopal vide letter No. 6726 /DP/BHP/RC008199750003/
CBI/BPL dt. 19.11.2013 have informed Government of Meghalaya that Shri.
M.B.K.Reddy surrendered before the Trial Court on 24-9-2013 and was sent to jail
and was released on bail on 10-10-2013.

And whereas Rule 3 (2) of the All India Services (Discipline and Appeal) Rules,
1969 states that a member of the Service whd is detained in official custody
whether on a criminal charge or otherwise for a period longer than forty eight hours
shall be deemed to be suspended by the Government concerned under this Rule.

And whereas having regard to the Rule above, the Governor of Meghalaya is
satisfied that it is necessary to place Shri. M.B.K.Reddy under suspension.

Now , therefore, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to place the said
Shri. M.B.K.Reddy, IFS, under suspension with effect from 24-09-2013 until further
orders. :
