Preamble: Whereas it is expedient to further amend the Assam and Meghalaya Autonomous 
Districts (Constitution of District Council) Rules, 1951, as amended, hereinafter referred to as the 
“Principal Rules" in the manner herein appearing –  
 

It is hereby enacted in the Sixty Fourth year of Republic of India as follows: -  
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Now, therefore, in exercise of the said power and also those conferred on it under clause (a) 
of Rule 30 of the Assam and Meghalaya Autonomous Districts (Constitution of District Council) 
Rules, 1951, as amended, and all other powers enabling it in that behalf, the Executive Committee, 
Khasi Hills Autonomous District Council is pleased to make the following Rules 
 
1. Short title, Extent and Commencement:  

(i)  These Rules shall be called the Khasi Hills Autonomous Districts (Constitution of 
District Councils) (Amendment) Rules, 2013.  

(ii) They shall apply to the whole of the Khasi Hills Autonomous District Council. 

(iii)  They shall come into force at once. 
 

2. Amendment of Appendix II: Substitute Appendix – II of Principal Rule as amended upto 
date by the new Appendix II as directed in the Schedule to these Rules. 
 

3. Amendment of Appendix V [Rule 130 (1)]: substitute existing Appendix V of Rule 130 (1) 
as amended upto date by the new appendix.
