NO.FOR.128/2013/20 - Whereas the Government of Meghalaya considers that a
‘part of the forest known as Narpuh Reserve Forest Block II in the East Jaintia Hills
District, which is a Government Reserve Forest under the Meghalaya Forest
Regulation (Assam Regulation ‘7’ of 1891 as adopted by Meghalaya) ahd which is more
particularly described in the schedule below is of adequate Ecological, Faunal, Floral,
Geomorphological and natural significance for the purpose of protection, propagation
and development of Wildlife,

Now therefore, the Governor of Meghalaya in exercise of the powers
conferred under Section 26 A (1) (b) of the Wildlife Protection Act 1972, (as amended
upto 2006) is pleased to declare a part of Narpuh Reserve Forest Block II comprising
an area of 59.9 Sq. Kms as a “Wildlife Sanctuary” as per the schedule of boundaries
indicated below, with imme'diate_ effect:
