Role of the District Convergence and
Facilitation Centre.

The District Convergence and Facilitation Centre
will serve as a single window for information on
Government programmes, schemes and services
impacting women. The designated information desk
within the District Convergence and Facilitation Centre
will provide the required information to all citizens
(women will be given priority) on the concerned district.
It will facilitate women in accessing government
programmes by assisting in completion of application
forms scrutinizing supporting documents and
submission of completed forms to related departments.

The District Convergence and Facilitation Centre
will work with the women centres at Block/Tehsil and
villages to analyze the social, economic and political
factors that hinders women’s empowerment after
factoring the local context. It will verify the status of
various legislations that were enacted to address
concerns of women and highlight these issues in the
District Convergence Forum. It will assist the State
Resource Centre for Women to translate its mandate
in the concerned district.

FUNCTIONS:-

Functions of the District Convergence Forum
shall be as under:-

I.  The District Convergence Forum shall be
responsible for management and administration
of the affairs of the District Convergence and
Facilitation Centre in accordance with the rules
and regulations made thereunder for the
furtherance of the object of the District
Convergence and Facilitation Centre.

II.  The District Convergence Forum shall have the
power to enter into agreement with other Public
or Private Organization or individuals for
furtherance of its objectives.

lll.  The District Convergence Forum shall have the
powers to formulate and approve all action plan
of the District Convergence and Facilitation
Centre for carrying out the objectives of the
Mission.

IV. The District Convergence Forum may delegate
such administrative and other powers as it
considers fit to the Chairman, Member-Secretary,
Mission Director or any of its members and
impose such duties as it deems fit and proper
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and it may also prescribed limitations within which
the powers and duties shall be exercised or
discharged.

V.  The District Convergence Forum shall have full
powers to make bye laws, roles and regulations
essential for the regulation of the forum.

VI.  The District Convergence Forum may delegate
its power to the Member Secretary for the conduct
of business of the District Convergence Forum.

VII. The District Convergence Forum shall be
responsible for convergence of various Govt.
schemes, programmes and services for women
development and empowerment. It shall also
coordinate with Voluntary Organization and Civil
Societies working in the field of women
empowerment. The District Convergence Forum
shall also be responsible for the training and
capacity building of all personnels of District
Convergence and Facilitation Centre / Block
Convergence and Facilitation Centre / Village
Convergence and Facilitation Centre.
