I, Period of Deputation One year with effect from 3.2.2014 t0 2.2.2015 in the first
instance with deputation duty allowance.

2. Pay. During the period of deputation, the Officer will be
entitled to draw his own grade pay and allowances as
admissible under the State Govt. Rules plus deputation
(duty) allowance as laid down in the O.M.No.FEG-74/92
/365, dt.17" Augt,2010 and Corrigendum No.FEG.74/72
/367, dt.3" Sept.2010.

3.Dearness Allowances etc. The Officer will be entitled to the dearness allowances
under the rules of his parent Government or under the
rules of the Foreign Employer /borrowing Government
according to his option to retain his scale of pay under the
parent.Government of he draws pay in the scalg of pay
attached to the post under the Foreign Employer/
borrowing Government.

4.J6ining time T.A/D.A. The Officer will be entitled to joining time and T.A./D.A.
both on joining the post of deputation and on reversion
there from to the parent Government under the rules of
the Foreign Employer. The expenditure for the purpose
will be borne by the Foreign Employer. T.A./D.A. for
journeys performed on tour in connection with the work
of the foreign employer will be paid by and under the
rules of the foreign employer (incase of deputation to
other State Government including Government of India
joining time pay and T.A. will be regulated as per
provision laid down in Appendix 3-B of Account Code
Vol.I).

The Foreign Employer will be liable to pay the leave
Salary and pension contribution according to the rate

in force from time to time. Regarding payment of

leave salary, the procedure laid down in O.M.No.FEG.
74/72/114, dt.4.11.75 shall apply. (In case of deputation
to other Governments including Government of India, .
General Principles as laid down in Account Code. Vdl.1
shall apply).

- The Foreign Employer will be liable to pay the leave
salary in respect of any disability incurred in and
through service under the Foreign Employer even if
such disability manifests itself after the termination of
the service under the Foreign Employer.

. The Officer will not be allowed to join any pension or
contributory Provident Fund scheme.

- The foreign employer/borrowing Government will
provide the medical facilities not inferior to those
which the Officer would have been enjoyed in his
parent Government but for his deputation.

- The Foreign Employer will be responsible for payment
of any-gratuity or pension that may be admissible
under the rules if any injury is sustained or death
occurs during the services under the foreign employer.

- The whole expenditure in respect of any compensatory
allowance for the period of leave during, and/or at the
end of services under the Foreign Employer/borrowing
Governments before he joins his parent Government
will be borne by the Foreign Employer/borrowing
Government.

- The Officer will be entitled to the Local(City)
allowance, House rent allowance and other ‘local
allowances according to the rules of the foreign
Employer/borrowing Government.

- The Officer will be entitled to the Bonus if any, at the
rate as declared and allowed by the Foreign employer
to its employees if he opts the scale of pay of the
deputation post.

- The Officer will remain subject to leave Rules
applicable to the Service of which fais a member.

- The Officer will be entitled to leave Travel Concession
from the Foreign Employer/borrowing Government on
the scale he is entitled to under the parent Govt. and
the cost of such concession Auill be borne by the
foreign Employer/borrowing Government.

No. POL.205/2012/Pt/20 - In exercise of the powers conferred by section 58 read with
sub-sections (3) and (5) of section 4 of the Meghalaya Lokayukta Act, 2014 (Act No. 4
of 2014), the Government of Meghalaya hereby makes the following rules to provide
for the terms and conditions relating to constitution of the Search Committee and the
manner of drawing panel of names for consideration of the Selection Committee for
appointment of Chairperson and Members of the Lokayukta, namely,-

1.

Short title and commencement.- (1) These rules may be called the Search
Committee (Constitution, Terms and Conditions of Appointment of
Members and the Manner of Selection of Panel of Names for Appointment of
Chairperson and Members of Lokayukta) Rules, 2014.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official
Gazette.

Definitions.- In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires, -

“Act” means the Meghalava Lokavukta Act, 2014 (Act No. 4 of 2014);
“Member” means a Member of the Search Committee;

“Search Committee” means the Search Gommittee constituted under sub-
sections (3) and (5) of Section 4 of the Act;

“Selection Committee” means the Selection Committee referred to in sub-
section (3) of Section 4 of the Act.

Constitution of Search Committee.- (1) The Selection Committee shall
constitute the Search Committee consisting of five persons from the fields

and the categories of persons specified in sub-section (3) of section 4 of the
Act.

(2) The Selection Committee shall nominate one of the members as the
chairperson of the Search Commuittee.

(3) An officer of the level of Secretary to the Government of Meghalaya or
above from the Political Department shall function as the convenor of
the Search Committee.
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Term of the Search Committee.- A member of the Search Committee,
including its chairperson, shall hold office for.a period of two years from the
date of his appointment and shall be eligible for re-appointment:

Provided that the Selection Committee may, where it is of the view that
the continuance of a member of the Search Committee is not expedient in the
public interest, after giving him an opportunity of being heard, remove such
member before the expiry of his term.

Resignation of members.- A member may resign his office by a letter
addressed to the chairperson of the Selection Committee.

Absence of members out of India.- If a member intends to be absent from

India or Meghalaya for a continuous period exceeding three months, he shall
tender his resignation.

Meeting of Search Committee.- (1) The Search Committee shall hold its
meetings at Shillong or at such place in the State as may be decided by the
chairperson of the Search Committee.

(2) The notice for meeting shall be issued in such manner so as to reach the
chairperson and members at least three days in advance.

Procedure at meetings.- (1) The chairpersen of the Search Committee shall
preside over the meetings of the Search Committee:

Provided that if the chairperson is not present, the members of the
Search Committee may elect a person from amongst the members present to
preside over the meeting,.

(2) In case of a difference of opinion amongst the members of the Search
Committee, the matter shall be decided by the majority of the members
present and voting.

(3) Each member of the Search Committee shall have one vote, and in case of
equality of votes on any question to be decided by the Search Committee, the

chairperson or the member presiding over the meeting shall have a casting
vote,

Fees and travelling allowance for attendance at meetings.- (1) A non-
official chairperson or member of the Search Committee shall be entitled to a
sitting fee of rupees two thousand five hundred and rupees two thousand

respectively for each day for attending the meeﬁngs of the Search
Committee.

(2) A non-official chairperson or member of the Search Committee shall be
entitled to Travelling Allowance and Daily Allowances as are admissible to a

Grade 1 officer of the State for attending the meetings of the Search
Committee.

Preparation of panel of names by the Search Committee.- (1) The Search
Committee shall prepare a panel of persons to be considered by the Selection
Committee for appointment as the Chairperson and Members of the
Lokayukta, from amongst the list of persons obtained in the manner as
provided for in sub-rule (2).

(2) The Search Committee shall for the purpose of sub-rule(1),-
(i) circulate the vacancies to the Registrar General of High Court
of Meghalaya, and Secretaries to Government of Meghalaya of
various Departments calling for nomination of eligible candidates;
and
(ii) advertise the vacancies directly inviting applications from the
eligible candidates.

(3) The Search Committee may, for the purpose of short-listing of persons,
adopt such short-listing norms, which shall not be less than the criteria
specified in sub-sections (2), (3) and (4) of section 3 of the Act:

Provided that in case of a person holding the position in a private
institution, the consideration of such person shall be subject to his furnishing
a declaration about his willingness to comply with the requirements of sub-
section (4) of section 3 of the Act as regards holding of any office of trust or
profit or carrying on any business or practising any profession.

(5) The Search Committee may devise its own procedure or lay down
guidelines for evaluating persons for the purpose of empanelment.

Submission of panel or panels of names to Selection Committee.- (1) The
Search Committee shall submit the panel or panels of names, as the case may
be, for consideration of the Selection Committee within a period not
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12,

exceeding thirty days from the date of receipt of the list of eligible
candidates and other applicants referred to in sub-rule (2) of rule 10.

(2) The Search Committee shall recommend a panel of two names at the
commencement of the Act and subsequently three names in respect to each
vacancy advertised, for the consideration of the Selection Committee.

(3) While selecting the panel of names to be recommended, the Search
Committee shall have due regard to the representation of the persons
belonging to the Schedule Castes, the Scheduled Tribes, Other Backward
Classes, minorities and women in accordance with the first proviso to sub-
section (3) of section 4 of the Act.

Period for which panel shall be valid.- A panel prepared by the Search
Committee for consideration of the Selection Committee for the vacancies
advertised, shall remain valid for a period of one year from the date of its
submission to the Selection Committee or till the appointment of the
Chairperson or as the case may be the Member or Members, is made,
whichever is earlier.

(2) If any fresh vacancy arises in the Lokayukta, it shall be filled up from a

panel of eligible candidates prepared by the Search Committee under rule
11.
