In pursuance to the Resolution at Agenda No. 2.16 of the 61* Meeting of the Meghalaya State
Pollution Control Board held on the 31% July 2014, the Norms/Criteria for siting of Automobile

Workshops and Servicing Centers is revised as follows. This supersedes the earlier Notification
No.MPCB/TB-153/2003-2004/113, dated: 11™ February, 2004.

Norms/Criteria for siting of Automobile Workshops and Servicing Centres

I Norms/Criteria for siting of Automobile Workshops (Mechanical repairing works
only): :

(i) Minimum distance from the nearest surface water body should be 20 meters.
(ii) There should be sufficient space for storage of waste oil drums and solid wastes.

1l Automobile Workshops engaged in repair works including denting and painting:

() Minimum distance from the nearest surface water body should be 20 meters.

(if) Minimum distance from Hospitals, Schools, Office building should be 50 meters.

(ii1)There should be sufficient space for storage of wastes (waste oil, scraps, carbide waste,
etc.) ‘

IIl.  Automobile Workshops engaged in servicing with or without works at (I) & (II):

(i) Minimum distance from the nearest surface water body should be 20 meters.

(if) Minimum distance from Hospitals, Schools, Office building should be 50 meters.

(iii)There should be sufficient space for storage of wastes and installation of primary effluent
treatment system/plant.

v Automobile Workshops engaged in works at (I) or (II) or (IIl) and having spray
painting must conform to the following additional norms:

(i) Provide an enclosed shed for carrying out spray painting works.

(i) Provide adequate ventilation for the workers inside the shed.

(iit) Must locate the spray painting shed at a distance not less than 50 meters from the
nearest existing dwelling.
