Subject :- Introduction of a system of Self-attestation/certification.

Attention of the State Government was drawn to the letter from the Cabinet

Secretary, Government of India, New Delhi, vide D.0.No0.502/3/2/2014-CA-V dated 30"
July, 2014, which as a key to good governance stressed upon quick and timely public service
delivery. In this connection, one of the steps mooted by the Government of India was to do
away with affidavits, which are not really necessary, and in lieu of, to promote self-
attestation/ certification wherever possible.

After due consideration of the provisions in the Rules administered by

Finance Department, where submission of Affidavits was statutory or otherwise, Finance has
taken the decision to introduce a system of self-certification/attestation of copy of original
document(s) in lieu of Affidavits or Certification/ Attestation by Gazetted Officer in the
following cases :-

1.

Discrepancy in the spelling of the name of the pensioner in the PPO and the
pensioner’s bank account, when both aotually relates to the same person;

Miss-spelling of the name of family member(s) in the Pension Payment Order
(PPO) issued by the Accountant General;

Certification in respect of non-employment/re-marriage/non-remarriage for
pensioners;

Attestation of photo copy of the original document issued by the court with
regard to Succession Certificate and Legal Guardianship;

Attestation of photo copy of Bank Pass Book in respect of new appointees
into Government service;

Attestation of photo copy of the origimal G.P.F. Statement issued by the
Accountant General in connection with drawal/withdrawal of G.P.F.

Amendment of Rules, wherever applicable, shall follow in due course.

This order shall come into effect immediately.
