PARA 8: METHOD OF SELECTION

The final selection/recommendation of suitable candidates against the vacancies notified in this
Advertisement shall be made by the Commission through any of the following processes.

(c) If any candidate is or has been found impersonating or procuring impersonation by any person or
resorting to any other irregular or improper means in connection with his/her candidature for
selection or obtaining support of candidature by any means, such a candidate may in addition to
rendering himself/herself liable to criminal prosecution, will be liable to be debarred permanently
from any exam or selection held by the Service Commissions in the country.
