Subject :- Clarification sought regarding criteria for Seniority Placement and Scale of Pay.
Ref : No.DHTE/ESTT/PF/2014/70, Dated 3rd July, 2015.

No.EDN.254/2012/60.—1In inviting a reference to the subject and letter No cited above, | am
directed to furnish herewith the clarification as requested /sought as indicated below:-

Regarding item No. 1 - Seniority amongst the Lecturers /Assistant Professor is based on
the recommendation of the MPSC and the date of joining of the Lecturers, / Assistant Professor.
Regarding placement of Lecturers /Assistant Professor, if the incumbents fulfill the criteria of
having NET/Ph.D/M.Phil at the time of recruitment they are allow to draw the UGC Scale of pay
only after duly verified/examined the Certificate etc., by the DHTE and on the approval of the
Government. If the incumbents complete NET/Ph.D while in service they are entitled to draw the
UGC Scale of pay from the date of Passing /Notifiying/Certificate produced by the incumbents for
examination by the DHTE and then Government’s approval.

Regarding items No. 2 - If the incumbents are appointed under 3 (f) of the MPSC, Regulation
1972, and subsequently recommended by the MPSC, to that same post, such incumbents if
according to merit eligible to be appointed should be given regular appointment only with effect
from the date of such recommendation or from the date subsequent thereto, preferably the date
of issue of the orders by the Government. Further if the candidates fulfils the criteria i.e., NET/
Ph.D/M.Phil at the time of regular appointment, UGC Scale of pay may be granted from the date
of issue of the orders by the Government. Regarding those Lecturers who have been appointed
under 3 (f) and granted UGC scale of pay from the date of Joining, the Department has already
rectified the Order issued vide letter No.EDN.4/95/Pt/75, dated 20th October, 2003 with the approval
of Per & AR (A) Department vide letter No.EDN.207/98/42, dated 10th May, 2013 since there
were irregularities and contravened to the direction of the Per & AR (A) Department.

Regarding items No. 3 - On the recommendation /regularisation of the MPSC incumbent

who fulfils the criteria are treated as indicated at para 1 above and seniority is based also as
indicated at para 1 and for 3 (f) at para 2.

() In sub-regulations (b), (f), (g) and (h), after the words “ Middle School” appearing in the respective
paragraphs, the words “including Deficit Non-Government Lower Primary School” shall
respectively be inserted.

(i) after sub-regulation (h), the following shall be inserted, namely,

Note: “Deficit Non-Government Lower Primary Schools means schools enjoying the Government Scale
of pay without allowances”.

No.EDN.197/2013/172.—The Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to amend the Meghalaya Aided
School (Death-cum-Retirement Gratuity) Rules, 1985 and the Regulations as follows:-

1. Short title and commencement.—(1) These rules may be called the Meghalaya Aided School
(Death-cum-Retirement Gratuity) (Amendment) Rules, 2015.

(2) It shall come into force from the date of publication in the Official Gazette.

2. Inrule 2 of the Meghalaya Aided School (Death-cum-Retirement Gratuity) Rules, 1985 (hereinafter
referred to as principal Rules) in clause (a) after the words “State Government”, the words “and
shall include Deficit Non-Government Lower Primary Schools” shall be inserted.

In rule 3 of the Principal rule, after the existing proviso, the following new proviso shall be added,
namely.-

“Provided that in respect of those Deficit Non-Government Lower Primary School Teachers
whose service were taken over by the State Government from the respective Autonomous Districts
Council the date of commencement of qualifying service will be from the date of taking over from
Autonomous Districts Councils by the State Government”.

Note: “Deficit Non-Government Lower Primary Schools means schools enjoying the Government
scale of pay without allowances.”

No.CDH.13/2008/23 -In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to Article 309 of the
Constitution of India, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to make the following rules further
to amend the Meghalaya Civil Defence & Home Guards Rules, 1989 (hereinafter referred to as
the principal Rules), namely:-

1. Short title and commencement — (1) These Rules may be called the Meghalaya Civil
Defence & Home Guards (Amendment) Rules, 2015.

(2) They shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment of Rule 7 —In rule 7 of the principal Rules, for the existing rule the following
shall be substituted, namely:-

“(1) For the purpose of promotion of the post of Joint Commandant General of Home
Guards and Joint Director of Civil Defence shall be made by promotion amongst the
members of the service holding the next lower post and who has served as Senior Staff
Officer for not less than 1(one) year.

(2) Appointment to any post in the Senior Staff Officer / Commandant, Central Training
Institute / Commander, Border Wing Home Guards Battalion / Divisional Commandant
Home Guards shall be made by promotion from amongst the members of the service in
the Junior Grade timescale and included in the select list and under sub-rule (5) of
Rule 10:

Provided that no member of the service shall be eligible for promotion
unless he has served in the Junior Grade time Scale for a minimum period of 7 (seven)
years and the Governor is satisfied about his ability, integrity and character”.

3. Amendment of Rule 8 - In sub-rule (1) of Rule 8 of the principal Rules, the designation
of ‘Special Secretary’ appearing in the existing rule shall be substituted by the designation
‘Principal Secretary /Commissioner & Secretary’.

4. Amendment of Rule 9 - in sub-rule (1) of Rule 9 of the principal Rules the designation of
‘Special Secretary’ appearing in the existing rule, shall be substituted by the designation
‘Principal Secretary / Commissioner & Secretary’.

5. Amendment of Schedule Ii — In Schedule Il of the principal Rules, in column 7 for the
words “Senior Duty Post” appearing therein shall be substituted by the words “Senior Staff
Officer” against the post of Joint Commandant General of Home Guards and Joint Director
of Civil Defence and in experience column 8, the following shall be inserted: -
“ who has served for not less than 1(one) year”.
