No.HPL.314/2013/304.—Whereas the underlying objective of bringing the administration
closer to the people by creating new Districts and other administrative units is to minimize the
inconveniences otherwise caused to people in reaching the administration and vice-versa, and
thereby bring in greater effectiveness and efficiency in the administration in by having smaller
and more compact units of administration. Keeping this objective in view, the criteria for declaring
an area a District or Sub-Division is generally based on the following.

1. Extent of Area;

2. Population;

3. Distance from the existing District/Sub-Divisional Headquarters;

4. Status of education & health Services;

5. General economic backwardness;

6. Public convenience;

7. Status of communication services;

8. Availability of funds etc;

And whereas once the Government had taken a view in principle to upgrade the 4 (four)
Civil Sub-Divisions viz., Khliehriat, Mawkyrwat, Resubelpara and Ampati into new Districts, the
data about population and number of villages in each Sub-Division as per the Census 2011 was
obtained from the Director of Census Operation, Meghalaya, and the Government, thereafter,
constituted a Task Force with the Chief Secretary as Chairman, with the terms of reference as
follows:

(a) To determine the boundary jurisdiction of the proposed new Districts.

(b) To examine the demands of certain NGOs for inclusion of certain areas to the new
Districts.

(c) Any other matter in connection with the creation of new Districts;
