That the Co-operative Society shall be competent to borrow funds or raised
loan otherwise than by way of deposits or loan either from members or from
other persons other than members , or from other Co-operative or any
Financing Institutions Banks,

Due Notice of election and of the members number of shares allotted or of
refusal of membership shall be sent to the applicant within a week of such
decision. A member shall acquire the right of membership unless he has
purchased at least 1 (one) share and paid the dues on account of such
share or shares and has paid an admission fee of Rs. 50/- (Rupees fifty)
only each,

The transfer shall not be completed until the name of the transfer has been
entered in the shares transfer register and a fee of Rs. 50/- (Rupees fifty)
only has to be paid.
