No.Health.350/2015/3.—In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 30(1) of the
Registration of Births & Deaths Act, 1969, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to hereby amend
the Meghalaya Registration of Births & Deaths Rules, 1999, namely:-

1. Short title and commencement:-

(1) These rules may be called the Meghalaya Registration of Births & Deaths (Amendment)
Rules, 2016.

(2) They shall come into force with immediate effect.

2.  Amendment of Rule 9:- In rules 9 of the Meghalaya Registration of Births & Deaths Rules,
1999 for the existing sub-rule (2), new sub-rule (2) shall be substituted, namely -

“(2) :- Any birth or death of which information is given to the Registrar after thirty
days, sent within one year of its occurrence, shall be registered only with the written
permission of the District Registrar and on payment of a late fee of rupees five and on
production of an affidavit authenticated by the Notary Public or the Deputy
Commissioner or the Additional Deputy Commissioner or the Extra Assistant
Commissioner or the Sub-Divisional Officer (Civil) of the concerned District or
Sub-Division”.
