Governor of Meghalaya is hereby pleased to make the following rules to further amend the
Meghalaya Excise Rules, (hereinafter referred to as the Principal Rules) namely :-

Short title
and
Commencement-

Substitution of
Rule 370 (1)

(1) These Rules may be called the Meghalaya
Excise (Amendment) Rules, 2016.

(2) They shall come into force with immediate
effect

In rule 370 of the Principal Rules, for the existing
heading and sub-rule (1), the following shall be
substituted, namely,-

“Notwithstanding anything contained in these
Rules,
(i) the Transport pass fee for all IMFL/Wine
bottled locally shall be subject to payment to a
uniform rate of ¥100/- per case from the existing
rate of Y6/- per Bulk litre (or ¥54/-/ ¥51.84/- per
case for 750/375ml and 180ml respectively);

“(ii) the Import Pass Fee for all IMFL/Wine
imported from outside the State shall be subject to
payment to a uniform rate of ¥180/- per case from
the existing rate of ¥12/- per Bulk litre (or ¥108/-/
%103.68/- per case for 750/375ml and 180 ml
respectively);

“(iii) the Transport Pass Fee for all Beer produced
locally shall be subject to payment to a uniform
rate of I50/-X75/-R50/- per case respectively from
the existing rate of I4/- per Bulk litre (or ¥31.20/-/
348.00/-/ %31.68/- for 650/500/330ml per case
respectively);
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“(iv) the Import pass fee for beer imported from
outside the State shall be subject to payment to a
uniform rate of ¥100/-/ ¥150/-R100/- per case
respectively from the existing rate of I11.08/- per

Bulk litre (or ¥86.42/-R132.96/-87.75/- per case
of 650/500/330ml respectively).”

This order shall come into force with immediate effect.
