Schedule to the Constitution of India, the following Rules of the Jaintia Hills
Autonomous District Council is hereby published for general information: -

THE JAINTIA HILLS AUTONOMOUS DISTRICT (TRADING BY NON-TRIBAL)
RULES, 2015

Approved and Passed by the Jaintia Hills Autonomous District Council in its
Winter Session held on the 26t November 2015.

Published in the Gazette of Meghalaya on the 31st March, 2016.

Preamble: In exercise of the powers conferred by section 17 of the Jaintia Hills
Autonomous District (Trading By Non-Tribal) Regulation (Act), 2011 the Executive
Committee with the approval of the District Council, Jaintia Hills Autonomous
District, is pleased to make the following rules for carrying out the purposes of the
aforesaid Act;

CHAPTER -1
1. Short title, extent and commencement:-

(1) These Rules may be called the Jaintia Hills Autonomous District
(Trading by Non-Tribal) Rules, 2015.

(2) They shall have the like extent as the Regulation under which they are
framed.

(3)  They shall come into force at once.
2. Definitions:-

(1) In these Rules unless there is anything repugnant or the context
otherwise requires: -
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(a) “Agent” means a person duly authorized by the Licensee to perform his
business transaction covered by the latter’s licence.

(b) “Applicant” means a person who has made an application under Rule 3 to
the Licensing Officer for grant of trading licence.

(c) “Business” means the carrying out of any trade as defined under the
Regulation.

(d) “Executive Committee” means the Executive Committee of the Jaintia Hills
Autonomous District Council and the term “Chief Executive Member” and
“Member of the Executive Committee” shall be construed accordingly.

(e) “Gazette” means the Gazette of Meghalaya.

(f) “Hawking” shall include the sale of food items, agricultural produces,
household utensils, textile pieces, readymade garments, cosmetics and
ornaments, livestock products and any other items of trade carried on head
load, pull cart etc.

(g) “Industrial units” include small industry, cottage industry, medium scale
industry or large scale industry for the manufacture of semi-finished
products or finished products for commercial purpose.

(h) “Licence” means a licence issued to non-tribal under the Regulation and
the Rules made thereunder and the word “Licensee” shall be construed
accordingly.

(i) “Licensing Officer” means such Officer appointed or assigned or empowered
by the Executive Committee for the purpose of carrying out the powers and
functions of the Licensing Officer under the Regulation and these Rules.

(j) “Livestock” includes oxen, bulls, cows, buffaloes, horses and mares ponies,
sheep, lambs, goats, pigs and sows, cock and hens, ducks and drakes,
ganders and geese and other of the like nature.

(k) “Non-Tribal” means a person who is not a tribal.
() “Officer” means an Officer appointed or empowered by the Executive

Committee to carry out the duties and functions under the Regulation and
these Rules.
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(m) “Person” shall have the same meaning as defined under the Regulation.

(n) “Purchase” includes possession of commodities either on payment of money
or otherwise.

(o) “Prescribed” means prescribed by the Regulation or by these Rules.
(p) “Profit-earning institutions” shall include all institutions where fees have

been levied in any form for service imparted.

(g) “Retail” means sales of any goods or commodities to consumers in small or
broken parts and the word “Retailer” shall be construed accordingly.

(r) “Regulation” means the Jaintia Hills Autonomous District (Trading by Non-
Tribal) Regulation (Act), 2011.

(s) “Rule” means the Rules made under the Regulation.

(t) “Sales” means disposal of any goods or commodity either by direct cash
transaction or credit or exchange in any form.

(u) “Schedule” means a schedule attached to the Rule.

(v) “Secretary, Executive Committee” means the Secretary, Executive
Committee of the Jaintia Hills Autonomous District Council.

(w) “Stockist” means a person who keeps any goods or commodity in stock.

(X) “Wholesale” means sale of any goods or commodity to retailer in large
quantity.

(y) “Weekly markets” shall include all such markets or hats in the
Autonomous District where wholesale or retail transactions are carried out
only on specific day(s) of the week and not on daily basis.

(2) Any expression not defined in these Rules but occurring therein shall be
deemed to have the same meaning in which they are used in the Regulation
under which these Rules are made.
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3. Application for Grant of Trading Licence:-

(1) Persons intending to carry on any trade mentioned in Schedule — I shall
apply for Trading Licence to the Licensing Officer, Jaintia Hills Autonomous
District Council in Form “A” of these Rules, which is obtained on payment of
Rs. 20/- (Rupees Twenty) only per Form or at the rate as may be notified by
the Executive Committee from time to time.

(2) The application shall be filed in triplicate and shall be accompanied by:-

(a) Elector Photo Identity Card.

(b) Two passport size photographs.

(c) Recommendation of the village headman duly approved by the Local
Dorbar.

(d) A copy of the Memorandum and Articles of Association of the company,
where the Applicant is a body corporate, and similar applicable
documents of incorporation, registration or agreement in case of other

business entities.

(e) Such other documents or information as the Licensing Officer may
seek such as:
(i) Permanent Residential Certificate issued by the Deputy
Commissioner or Collector or Panchayat of the place of residence of
the applicant.

(ii) Police verification report.

(iii) An affidavit by the Applicant.
(3) Such application shall be accompanied by a non-refundable application
fee of Rs. 200/- (Rupees Two hundred) only or at the rate as may be notified
by the Executive Committee from time to time.

4. Scrutiny of Application and Calling for Additional Information

(1) Upon receipt of the application for grant of licence, the Licensing Officer

shall within a period of 7 (seven) days scrutinize the application, and if required
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for additional information or documents, shall direct the applicant to file such
additional information or documents within a period of 10 days from the date of
the order.

(2) If the Licensing Officer finds that the application and the accompanying
documents are complete in all respects or upon receipt of the additional
information or documents, shall proceed with the application under Section 4
of the Regulation within a period of three weeks.

(3) The Licensing Officer shall thereafter pass an order recommending the
grant of trading licence and submit the same to the Executive Committee

for approval.

(4) Where the Licensing Officer after due processing of the application
considered it to be rejected, he shall inform the applicant of such refusal
enclosing a copy of the reasoned order.

(5) The Licensing Officer shall dispose the application within a period of
forty five days from the date of receipt of the application.

. Grant of Trading Licence:-

(1) On receiving the recommendation of the Licensing Officer, the Executive

Committee may approve or refuse to grant the Trading Licence.

(2) If the Executive Committee approved to grant the Trading Licence, the
Licensing Officer shall inform the applicant of such approval, advise him to pay
the licence fee and issue the licence along with the conditions as prescribed in
Form “B” of these Rules upon receiving the original treasury challan/cash receipt
as the case may be by duly observing the procedures as prescribed under Rule

10.

(3) Where specific classification of trade into small, medium and big, wherever
applicable, has not been fixed in Schedule-II, the Licensing Officer shall examine
and recommend such classification to the Executive Committee for consideration
and approval and the classification as duly approved by the Executive Committee

shall take effect from the date of approval.
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6. Rejection of Application for grant of licence:-

(1) On receiving the recommendation of the Licensing Officer, the Executive
Committee shall have the power to call for further inquiry; otherwise after giving
due opportunity of hearing to the applicant may grant the trading licence or
reject the application for reasons to be recorded in writing.

(2) Where the Executive Committee has rejected the application, the Licensing
Officer shall inform the applicant of such rejection enclosing a copy of the
reasoned order of the Executive Committee.

7. Executive Member incharge:-

Subject to such arrangement as may be made by the Executive Committee,
the Executive Member in-charge may act on behalf of the Executive
Committee for the purpose of carrying out the provisions of Rules 4, 5 and 6
above.

8. Term of the Licence:-

(1) The Trading Licence shall commence from such date as the Licensing Officer
may specify in the Licence.

(2) The licence issued or renewed under these Rules shall be valid for a period of
one year from the date of commencement, unless it is suspended or cancelled
by the Licensing Officer in accordance with the provisions of the Regulation
and these Rules.

9. Display of the Licence:-

The licensee shall display the licence number and the date of issue and
expiry of the licence under the signature of the Licensing Officer in a
conspicuous place at the principal place of business and other branch of
business.

10. Licence Fee:-
(1) Every licensee shall pay a licence fee as specified in the Schedule - II
appended to these Rules in the manner as specified in sub-rules (2) and (3)
below on or before a specified date as may be fixed by the Licensing Officer.

(2) The licence fee below Rs. 10000/-(Rupees Ten Thousand) only may be
deposited by the licensee either by treasury challan as provided in sub- rule
(3) below or by cash in the Receipt Cell, Jaintia Hills Autonomous District
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Council, Jowai and a copy of the treasury challan/receipt shall be furnished
to the Licensing Officer.

(3) All licence fee of Rs 10000/-(Rupees Ten Thousand) only and above shall be
deposited in the Treasury by the Licensee by treasury challan duly passed
by the Licensing Officer or duly authorized Officer of the Jaintia Hills
Autonomous District Council in the head “8443 - Civil deposits — 20 -
Deposit of Autonomous District Council and Regional Fund Jowai District
Council’ and furnish the original copy of the treasury challan duly receipted
in the body of the challan by the Bank, to the Licensing Officer.

(4) The Licensing Officer shall furnish a copy of the treasury challan to the
Account Officer in-charge Receipt Cell and verify from the Treasury net of
depositing of the receipt to the Council Fund.

(5) The Licensing Officer shall keep the original copy of the treasury challan in
the Taxation Department for maintenance of Accounts and furnish the same
to the audit when called for.

11. Renewal of Licence:-

(1) An application for renewal of licence in Form A shall be submitted to the
Licensing Officer thirty days before the date of expiry of the licence and
accompanied by a renewal fee of Rs. 200/- (Rupees Two hundred) only or at
the rate as may be notified by the Executive Committee from time to time.

(2) If the licensee fails to apply for renewal of the licence within a period of Fifteen
days from the date of expiry, he shall be liable to pay a penalty of an amount
equivalent to one per centum of the annual licence fee per day till the date of
renewal or at the rate as may be notified by the Executive Committee.

(3) If the licensee fails to apply for renewal of his licence within a period of Ninety
days from the date of its expiry, the licence shall automatically stands
cancelled and ceased to operate and the Licensing Officer shall seize the
licence and close down the trade.

(4) Renewal of licence may be granted in the manner as provided in Rule 5.

(5) The Licensing Officer may for reasons to be recorded in writing refuse to
renew the licence on the ground that the licensee or his agent or agents had
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acted in contravention of any of the provisions of the Regulation or of any of
the Rules made under the Regulation or any of the conditions of the licence.
Provided that the Licensing Officer shall not refuse to renew the licence
without giving the opportunity of being heard to the licensee.

12. Licensee to notify name of agent:-

(1) A licensee shall within fifteen days from the date of receipt of the licence,
furnish in writing to the Licensing Officer the name or names, detailed
particulars and signature or signatures of the person or persons authorized
by him to transact his business as specified under the licence granted to
him. Thereafter, all acts done or purported to have been done by such
person or persons shall be taken as to have been done by the licensee.

(2) No person unless duly authorized as required in sub-rule (1) of this Rule
shall be entitled to act as an agent of the licensee.

(3) The Licensing Officer shall issue a certificate certifying the name of the
agent authorized by the licensee from time to time as may be required.

13. Extension of Licence:-

The licensee may apply in writing to the Licensing Officer for extension of the
area and the kinds of trade which is not covered by the licence issued to him.
Such application shall be accompanied with the recommendation of the
headman and prescribed fee.

14. Report of loss or damage of the Licence:-
(1) If a licence is damaged, the holder of such licence shall forthwith apply for a
duplicate licence.

(2) If a licence is lost the holder of such licence shall forthwith lodge an F.I.R and
apply for a duplicate licence accompanied by a police report.

(3) The Licensing Officer may, upon receipt of the application and after making
such enquiry as may be deemed necessary, issue a duplicate licence on
payment a fee of Rs. 250 (Rupees Two hundred fifty) only or as may be
prescribed by the Executive Committee from time to time.
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15. Power to enter any premises and inspect, search and seize goods,
documents, things etc :-
(1) The Licensing Officer or any Officer duly authorized by the Executive
Committee in this behalf may, at any reasonable time enter any premises in
which -

(a) any goods or commodities which are liable to confiscation under
Section 9 of the Regulation; or

(b) any books of accounts or documents or things which, in his opinion,
will be useful for, or relevant to any proceedings under the Regulation
or these Rules, are suspected to have been kept or concealed and may
inspect such goods, materials, books of accounts, documents or
things and may take such notes or extracts there-from as he may
deem fit.

(2) The Licensing Officer or any Officer when exercising any powers under this
Rule shall declare his identity and shall produce his authority in writing to
any person affected by the exercise of such powers.

(3) It shall not be an offence for any person to refuse to comply with any
instruction made by the Licensing Officer or any Officer, or to resist or
obstruct such Officer in the performance of any office duty under this Rule,
if such Officer fails to declare his identity and fails to produce his authority
in writing.

(4) No claim shall lie against any person for any damage or inconvenience
necessarily caused by the exercise of powers under this Rule or by the use of
any force necessary for the purpose of effecting an entrance under this Rule.

(S) (a) If the authorized Officer has reason to believe that any goods or
commodities are liable to confiscation under Section 9 of the Regulation, he
may seize such goods or commodities together with the package, covering or
receptacle, if any, in which such goods or materials are found to have been
mixed with any other goods or materials.

(b) In all cases of seizure of goods or materials the authorized Officer shall
prepare in duplicate the list and particulars of the goods and materials
seized under his signature in the presence of two witnesses and give the
carbon copy to the person from whom the goods and materials are seized.
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(c) Where it is not practicable to seize any such goods or materials, the
authorized Officer shall record the particular of such goods or materials with
their quantity and serve on the owner of the goods or materials an order
that he shall not remove, part with or otherwise deal with the goods or
materials except with the previous permission of the authorized Officer.

(d) The authorized Officer may seize any books of accounts or documents or
things which, in his opinion, will be useful for, or relevant to any
proceedings under the Regulation or these Rules. In such action the
authorized Officer shall prepare in duplicate the statement of the list and
particulars of the documents seized under his signature in the presence of
two witnesses and give the carbon copy to the person from whose custody
the documents are seized.

() The person from whose custody any documents are seized under this
sub-rule, shall be entitled to make copies thereof or take extract there-from
in the presence of the authorized person.

(f) The Licensing Officer or authorized Officer in carrying out his duties
under these Rules shall always record the statement of the alleged offender
and take his signature in the presence of two witnesses in the statement.

(g) If any person legally entitled to the books of account or other documents
or things seized under this sub-rule objects, for any reason, the retention by
the authorized person of the books of account or the documents or things,
he may move an application to the Executive Member in-charge Trading by
non-tribal through the Secretary, Executive Committee stating therein the
reasons for such objection, request for the return of the books of account or
the documents or things.

(h) Upon receipt of the application under clause (g), the Executive Member
in-charge Trading by non-tribal may, after giving the applicant an
opportunity of being heard, pass such order as he may deem fit.

(i) An appeal against the order of the Executive Member under clause (h)
shall be made to the Executive Committee whose decision shall be final.

16. Custody, Disposal and Forfeiture of seized property:-
The property seized under sub-rule (5) (a) or (c) or (d) of Rule 15 shall be kept
under custody or dispose off or forfeited in the manner provided under Section
10 of the Regulation.
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17. Compounding of offences:-

(1) For the purpose of Section 10 (iii) of the Regulation the Licensing Officer or
any Officer or Officers duly authorized by the Executive Committee may
compound any offence committed by any person under the Regulation or
these Rules by making a written offer to the person to compound the offence
upon payment by that person of a fine not exceeding twenty-five per centum
of the amount of the goods or commodities seized.

(2) An offer under sub-rule (1) may be made at any time after the offence has been
committed but before any prosecution has been instituted.

(3) Where the amount specified in the offer is not paid within fifteen days or
within such extended period as may be granted by the Licensing Officer or
any Officer or Officers duly authorized by the Executive Committee,
prosecution for the offence may be instituted at any time against the person
to whom the offer was made.

(4) Where an offence has been compounded under sub-rule (1), no
prosecution shall be instituted after that in respect of the offence against
the person to whom the offer to compound was made.

18. Suspension of licence:-
The Licensing Officer may, by order in writing, suspend the operation of a
licence granted under these Rules, where proceedings for cancellation of such
licence have been initiated against the licensee.

19. Cancellation of licence:-

(1) The Licensing Officer may, by an order in writing cancel any licence granted
under these Rules if he is convinced that :-

(a) the licence has been obtained by fraud, suppression of facts or
misrepresentation; or

(b) the licensee has committed a breach of any of the conditions of the licence;
or

(c) the licensee has tampered with the licence in any manner; or
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(d) the licensee has refused to comply with any direction or order or notification
issued by the Executive Committee; or

(e) the licensee has contravened any provision of the Regulation or these Rules.

Provided that no licence shall be cancelled without giving the opportunity of
being heard to the licensee.

(2) No person whose licence having been cancelled under sub-rule (1) above shall
be entitled for grant of any licence and such person shall also be debarred
from being an agent to any licensee.

(@) The Licensing Officer while ordering cancellation of a licence, shall specify a
date from which the cancellation takes effect.

(b) Apart from the cancellation of licence under these Rules, the Licensing
Officer with the approval of the Executive Member in-charge may impose
any penalty, which he deems appropriate.

CHAPTER II
20. Non-tribal employee’s service licence:-

(1) Any person who employ or engage a non-tribal as employee or agent shall
within thirty days from the date of such employment obtain the employee’s
service licence for his non-tribal employee or agent in his trade or business as
required under the proviso to Section 3(2) of the Regulation.

(2) The application for Non-tribal employee’s service licence shall be submitted to
the Licensing Officer in Form C of these Rules which can be obtained on
payment of Rs. 20/- (Rupees Twenty) only per Form or at the rate as may be
specified by the Executive Committee from time to time.

(3) The application shall be filed in triplicate and shall be accompanied by:-

(a) Elector Photo Identity Card.
(b) Two passport size photographs of the employee.

(c) Recommendation of the village headman where the place of employment
is located.
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(d) Such other documents or information as the Licensing Officer may seek

such as Permanent Residential Certificate issued by the Deputy
Commissioner or Collector or Panchayat of the place of residence of
such employee.

21. Scrutiny of Application and Calling for Additional Information

(1)

(5)

Upon receipt of the application for grant of Non-tribal employee’s service
licence, the Licensing Officer shall within a period of seven days scrutinize the
application, and if required for additional information or documents, shall
direct the applicant to file such additional information or documents within a
period of ten days from the date of the order.

If the Licensing Officer found that the application and the accompanying
documents are complete in all respects or upon receipt of the additional
information or documents, shall pass an order within 7 (Seven) days
recommending the grant of licence and submit the same to the Executive
Member in-charge for approval.

Where the Licensing Officer after due processing of the application
considered it to be rejected, he shall inform the applicant of such refusal
enclosing a copy of the reasoned order.

An appeal shall lie to the Executive Member in-charge against any order
passed by the Licensing Officer, provided the appeal is preferred within
thirty days of the date of order appealed against.

The Licensing Officer shall dispose the application within a period of thirty
days from the date of receipt of the application.

22. Grant of Non-tribal employee’s service licence:-

(1)

(2)

On receiving the recommendation of the Licensing Officer, the Executive
Member may approve or refuse to grant Non-tribal employee’s service licence.

If the Executive Member approved to grant the Licence, the Licensing Officer
shall inform the applicant of such approval and fix the date for payment of
annual service licence fee of Rs. 500/- (Rupees Five hundred) only or at the rate
as may be specified by the Executive Committee from time to time and on
payment of such fee the Licensing Officer shall issue the licence as prescribed
in Form “D” of these Rules.
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23. Rejection of Application for grant of service licence:-

(1) On receiving the recommendation of the Licensing Officer, the Executive
Member shall have the power to call for further inquiry; otherwise after giving
due opportunity of hearing to the applicant may grant the licence or reject the
application for reasons to be recorded in writing.

(2) The Executive Member in-charge in an appeal filed before him may call for
records and may direct for further enquiry and pass such order or orders after
hearing both the parties.

(3) Where the Executive Member has rejected the application or the appeal, the
applicant shall be informed of such rejection along with a copy of the reasoned
order of the Executive Member.

(4) An appeal shall lie to the Executive Committee against any order passed by
the Executive Member, provided the appeal is preferred within 30 (thirty)
days of the date of order appealed against.

24. Term of the Service Licence:-

The non-tribal employee’s service licence issued or renewed under these Rules
shall be valid for a period of one year.

25. Renewal of Licence:-

(1) An application for renewal of non-tribal employee’s service licence shall be
submitted to the Licensing Officer thirty days before the date of expiry of the
licence and accompanied by a renewal fee of Rs. 50/- (Rupees Fifty) only or at
the rate as may be specified by the Executive Committee from time to time.

(2) If the licensee fails to apply for renewal of the licence within a period of Thirty
days from the date of its expiry, the licence shall automatically stands
cancelled.

26. Power to check Non-Tribal Employee’s Service licence: -

(1) The Licensing Officer or any Officer duly authorized by the Executive
Committee may at any reasonable time enter any premises to check the
possession of the Non-Tribal Employee’s Service Licence and direct the
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employer to obtain for his Non-Tribal employee’s such licence as required
under these Rules.

(2) The Licensing Officer or any Officer when exercising the power under this

Rule shall declare his identity and shall produce his authority in writing to
any person affected by the exercise of such power.

CHAPTER III

Officers and Staffs:-

The responsibility of over all charge and control of the Officers and staffs shall
primarily rest with the Secretary, Executive Committee.

The Executive Committee shall appoint the Licensing Officer who will exercise
the duties, functions and powers for implementation and carrying out the
purpose of the Regulation and of these Rules. Such appointment and
delegation of powers shall be made by a notification to be issued by the
Secretary, Executive Committee and published in the Gazette.

The Executive Committee may appoint an Asst. Licensing Officer, Inspector,
Asst. Inspector, Sub-Inspector, Supervisor, Superintendent, Enforcement
staff and others as may be required who will be allotted with duties and
functional responsibilities. Such allocation of functional responsibilities shall
clearly be made by an official order to be issued by the Licensing Officer.

The Licensing Officer shall be responsible for the smooth and efficient
implementation of the provisions of the Regulation and of these Rules. The
Licensing Officer may from time to time with the approval of the Executive
Committee issue any direction or order or instruction with regard to the
implementation of these Rules.

(@) The Licensing Officer shall take all necessary steps to ensure that the
District Head of the State or Central Government or any other authority
furnishes to him the name of all Non-Tribal who carry on any trade or
contract business in their office for the purpose of issuing of licence as
required under the Rules.

(b) For the purpose of clause (a) above if circumstances arises, the Secretary,
Executive Committee shall take step to pursue the matter with Government
or the head of the Department to compel the District Head to furnish the
information and to abide by the provisions of these Rules.

The Licensing Officer shall maintain a Register recording the particulars of all
the non-tribal traders to whom Trading Licences are issued, indicating their
Names, Address, Place of Operation, Licence Number and Date, Licence Fee
and Date of Expiry of the Licence. Every entry in the Register shall be signed
by the Licensing Officer.

The Licensing Officer shall maintain a Register of non-tribal to whom
Employee’s Service Licences are issued and enter their Names, Address,
Service Licence Number and Date, Service Licence Fee and Date of Expiry of
the Service Licence. Every entry in the Register shall be signed by the
Licensing Officer.

The Licensing Officer shall collect and compile all statistics relating to the
type of trade for which Trading Licence is issued in each area of the
Autonomous District. Such statistics with detail report shall be furnished by
the Licensing Officer to the Secretary, Executive Committee latest by the
month of January every year for placing the same before the Executive
Committee.

Maintenance of Accounts: -

(@) The accounts of all the amount received from Trading by Non-Tribal for
each financial year shall be maintained by the Licensing Officer. The accounts
shall clearly indicate the date of receipt, the receipt No., challan No.,
particular of receipt amount received separately for application fee, renewal
fee, licence fee, fine, compound fee, forfeitures and other receipts on Trading
by Non-Tribal.

(b) The accounts shall be verified every month or as frequently as may be
required with the Accounts Officer incharge Receipt Cell relating to the
remittance of the receipts collected to the District Fund in the Treasury.
Discrepancy if any shall be reconciled and any amount not credited to the
Treasury shall promptly be reported to the Secretary, Executive Committee.

(c) The Licensing Officer shall compile an account of the amount received in
the last financial year and nine months of the currents financial year i.e, from
April to December. Such statement of Accounts shall be furnished to the
Secretary, Executive Committee in the month of January every year for
placing in the Executive Committee. A copy of the said statement shall also be
furnished to the Account Officer in-charge Receipt Cell.
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(2) (@) The accounts of all the Receipts from the Non-Tribal employees Service
Licence shall be maintained separately by the Licensing Officer indicating
therein clearly the amount received from application fee, Service Licence fee,
late fee, fine and all other fees relating with the Non-Tribal Service Licence
fee.

(b) The accounts shall be verified with the Account Officer in-charge Receipt
Cell and action shall be taken in the manners as prescribe under sub-rule
1(b) above.

() The statement of accounts of the Non-Tribal employee’s Service licence
shall be compiled in a manner as specified in sub-rule 1(c) above and the
same shall be furnished to the Secretary, Executive Committee for placing in
the Executive Committee. A copy of the said statement shall also be furnished
to the Account Officer in-charge Receipt Cell.

(3) The Licensing Officer shall produce all accounts, registers, documents,
subsidiary papers, treasury challans, receipt books, relevant files and other
documents to the audit authority for investigation when called for audit.

30. Penalty:-

(1) Penalty for illegal trade : Any person who deals with any commodity specified
in Schedule — I without a valid licence as required under the Regulation and
these Rules shall be liable to pay a fine of Rupees One thousand only or an
amount equivalent to the annual licence fee of such commodity whichever is
higher.

(2) Penalty for trading in benami : Any person who is trading in benami shall be
liable to pay a fine of Rupees One thousand only or an amount equivalent to
the annual licence fee of such commodity whichever is higher.

(3) The Licensing Officer or Officer authorized by him shall seize all such
commodities of the person mentioned in sub-rules (1) and (2) above and shall
deal with the commodities in accordance with the provisions of these Rules.

(4) Penalty for contravention of the licence : Any person who is in possession
of a licence under the Regulation and these Rules is carrying out any trade in
contravention of the terms and conditions of the licence shall be liable to pay
a fine of Rupees One thousand only or an amount equivalent to the annual
licence fee of such commodity whichever is higher. The Licensing Officer shall
forthwith seize the licence and seal the shop, seize the property and deal with
the same in accordance with the provisions of these Rules.
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(5) The Licensing Officer shall after due hearing to the licensee pass such
necessary order and impose further penalty within the maximum limit of
Rs. 1,00,000/- (Rupees One lakh) only or cancel the licence or both.

31. Miscellaneous: -

If any difficulty arises as to the implementation of these Rules or any other
matter connected therewith, the Executive Committee may by order do
anything not consistent with these Rules which appear to the Executive
Committee to be necessary for proper and smooth carrying out of the purposes
of these Rules.

32. Appeal: -

All appeals preferred to the Executive Committee under the Regulation and
these Rules shall be filed to the Secretary, Executive Committee within Thirty
days from the date of the order appealed against and accompanied by a fee of
Rs. 500/- (Rupees Five Hundred) only.

(1) The order passed by the Executive Committee shall be final and binding on
all the parties.

33. Power to amend:-

The Executive Committee with the approval of the District Council may, at any
time, amend or suspend any provisions of these Rules and such amendment
or suspension shall take effect from the date of publication in the Gazette.
