The SLSC may approve PMKSY projects upto
twice the amount of State’s annual allocation under
PMKSY to cater to multi-year duration projects
and prictizing funding based on physical progress.
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The State Level Sanctioning Committee shall meet
as often as required but not less than once in a quarter.
