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(3) Each of the categories of posts in Clauses (i), (ii), (iii), and (iv) of Sub-Rule (2) shall form an 

independent cadre. Members of the lower cadre shall have no claim for appointment to any of the 

higher cadre except in accordance with the provisions of these Rules”.
