(B) All losses sustained by the Government due to failure, omission of neglect of the 
contractor may be realized from his/her Security Deposit and outstanding dues or any other 
sums which may be due to him/her from the respective Controlling Officer.

12. Those tenderers 	who are authorized Agent/Dealers of the Principal Manufacturers may 
submit authorized dealership Certificate.
