Non Encumbrance Certificate on Landed Properties 

(For Prospecting Government/Bank Loan, etc). 

No.JHADC/REV/LS/15/2016/6. - With the administration of Land as empowered by paragraph 3(a) 
of the Sixth Schedule to the Constitution of India and as the authority for allotment and settlement of 
Land which issue the Land Documents, Pattas and Land Holding Certificates and conferment of the 
right of ownership over the plot of land as provided in the Jaintia Hills Autonomous District 
(Management and Control Over Land and Assessment and Collection of Revenue) (Third 
Amendment) Regulation, 1985, including issuing of Land Valuation Certificate and No Objection 
Certificate for mortgaging of land to recognised financial institution for financial purposes; the 
Executive Committee. Jaintia Hills Autonomous District Council hereby notified that Non-
Encumbrance Certificate for prospecting and procuring loans, advances, financial assistance and 
other related purposes will be issued by this District Council in respect of all lands for which land 
documents are registered and issued by this District Council. 

With the issue of this notification, the Executive Committee, Jaintia Hills Autonomous District 
Council, assigned and empowered the Revenue Officer and the Land Record and Land Settlement 
Officer, Jaintia Hills Autonomous District Council to issue the Non-Encumbrance Certificate in 
respect of the landed properties for which land documents are registered and recorded in their 
respective Department. The Revenue Officer and the Land Record and Settlement Officer shall only 
after due verification and proper investigation to be placed in record, issue the Non-Encumbrance 
Certificate in a prescribed form of Non-Encumbrances Certificate. 

Applicants applying for Non-Encumbrance Certificate are required to submit their application in a 
prescribed application form of Rs. 10/- (Rupees ten) only per copy with application fee of Rs. 50/-
(Rupees fifty) only for consideration. If their request are granted they are to pay a Non-
Encumbrance Certificate Fee of Rs. 500/- (Rupees five hundred) only. 

This order will take effect from the 1st December, 2016.

Permission for Fishing Competition. 

No.JHADC/MASF/37/2016/4. - It is expedient to provide for the management and regulation of 
fisheries as empowered by paragraph 6 of the Sixth Schedule to the Constitution of India in the 
matter relating to the administration and control of holding of fishing competition in manner as here 
under notified for public information which shall take effect immediately. 

1. Individual or Organizer shall from the date of this notification apply for and obtain permission 
from this District Council for holding or organizing any fishing competitions in any water whether 
public water or private water defined under sub section (iv) of Section 2 of the United Khasi-Jaintia 
Hills District Fisheries, Act 1954 as adopted and applied by the Jowai Autonomous District 
(Administration) Act 1967 now known as the Jaintia Hills Autonomous District. 

2. Individual or Organizer applicant applying for permission are required to fill in the prescribed 
application form with the support of documents as detailed in the application form and submit the 
same to the Deputy Secretary, Executive Committee of this District Council who is assigned to deal 
with such permission. 

3. Separate application must be submitted for separate fishing pond/ water mentioning clearly 
the locality of the pond/water with the name of the pond/water owner accompanied by No Objection 
Certificate from the pond owner and the Waheh Shnong of the locality. 

4. Permission will be issued after due verification  and investigation.    The 
applicant/organizer who is given with permission to hold the fishing competition, shall be responsible 
for maintenance of peace and order in holding the fishing competition. In the event of any 
cancellation or postponement of the competition it shall be the duty and responsibility of the 
applicant/organizer to inform the authority of the District Council and all the concerned authorities. 

5. Permission given will also be communicated  to the Deputy Commissioner and 
Superintendent of Police of the District concerned and the Waheh Shnong of the Locality /Village. 

6. The Special Officer incharge Fisheries shall exercise vigilance and look after all matter 
relating to field works and bring up to the authority of any contravention.
