ORDERS BY THE GOVERNOR

NOTIFICATIONS
The 13" December, 2016.

No0.CDD.122/2006/317. - In exercise of the powers conferred by Sub Section (I) of Section 4 of the
Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act, 2005, the State Government hereby
makes the following amendments further to the notification of the Government of Meghalaya,
Community and Rural Development Department, published in the Gazette of Meghalaya,
Extraordinary vide No.CDD.122/2006/3 dated 28" July, 2006 amended vide notification
No.NREGSCell.19/2010/66, dated 23" March, 2010 and No.CDD.122/2006/283, dated 24™ April,
2014 namely :-

In the said notification:-
1. In Para 9(i), the following clause will be inserted:

"In case of the dissolution of the Programme Execution/Implementation Committee (PEIC) by the
District Programme Coordinator (DPC), for any reason whatsoever, the power and functions of the
PEIC shall be vested with the Block Development Officer/Programme Officer and he/she can
perform the functions of the PEIC for the VEC, till such time that it is reconstituted."

2. In Para 9(i)(b), the following clause will be added:

In VECs that have at least 300 Job Card holders, the PEIC shall be strengthened to accommodate
the needs of the various localities in the VEC. There shall be 2 (two) Job Card holders (including
atleast one woman) from each locality to be included as members in the PEIC. These
representatives shall be selected/nominated in the general meeting of the VEC and they should
assist in the implementation and execution of the works in their respective locality, under the
supervision of the President/Secretary of the VEC. In such VECs, the Block Development
Officer/Programme Officer shall also ensure that the Annual Action Plan would include works in all
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localities and multiple work orders shall be issued to the VEC in order to accommodate all Job Card
holders.

3. In Para 16(iv) the following clause shall be added:

"Each Village Employment Council shall be entitled to a Project Management Charge for effective
implementation of the projects at the Village level. The Project Management Charge shall be 1 %
(one percent) of the project cost subject to maximum of ¥ 15,000/- per project and shall be utilized
by the PEIC to meet the administrative costs in the execution of the projects. This amount shall be
booked within the permissible limit for material component.”

4. Clause 19 shall be deleted and replaced with the following:

"Efforts shall be made to ensure that the payments due under this Scheme shall be sent to the bank
accounts of the beneficiaries in designated Banked locations. In locations that are remote and have
difficulty in smoothly accessing any Banking facility, the PO shall ensure that the wage payments
are sent to the account of the VEC and the amount shall be disbursed in cash at the Village level.
However efforts should be made to provide bank accounts to the unbanked VECs. The DPC shall
also explore the Micro Financial Extension Services/Business Correspondent Models involving the
VECs/Self Help Groups (SHGSs) for disbursal of the wages in remote and unbanked locations. To
ensure transparent and accountable systems in the distribution of wages under the Scheme,
Payment Committees shall be formed at the District, Block and Village level as per directives issued
by the Department".

5. In Para 20, the following shall be inserted:

"Each DRDA & Block shall open a separate account. All the contributions from the Government of
India and the State Government shall flow into this account. The Block and DRDA shall also
channelize their wage, material and administrative payments under the Scheme through Electronic
Fund Management System as per the guidelines issued by the Department.”

6. In Para 29(i), the following text shall be inserted:

"The DPC shall ensure that the PO will carry out 100% monitoring of all the projects undertaken
under the programme and quality of work is maintained at all times. The works should be inspected
at three stages i.e. before, during and after implementation of the work."

Copy of documents required in case, of loss of original vouchers in connection with
reimbursement of admissible medical expenses.

List of Services for Replacement by Self Declaration :-

For issuance of duplicate Certificate/Mark Sheet/Admit Card at Secondary/Higher Secondary
level.

Submission of information regarding family income in case of Scholarship Schemes.

Any candidate/person falsely certifying documents/declaration are liable to be criminally
prosecuted in a Court of Law.
