- The Transplantation of Human Organs Act (Central Act 42 of 1994) which provides for 

regulation of removal, storage and transplantation of Human Organs for therapeutic purposes and for 

prevention of commercial dealings in Human Organs have been adopted by the Meghalaya Legislative 

Assembly on 4th April, 1996 under the enabling provisions of clause (1) of Article 252 of the Constitution read 

with sub-section (3) of Section 1 of the said Act to come into force in the whole of the State of Meghalaya vide 

Notification No.Health.34/95/11, dated 4th September, 1996. 

However, since the above Act has been amended by the Transplantation of Human Organs (Amendment) 

Act, 2011, in Section 1 of the principal Act, in sub-section (1) for the words "Human Organs" the words 

"Human Organs and Tissues" shall be substituted. 

This shall come into force in the whole of the State of Meghalaya with immediate effect.
