OFFICE MEMORANDUM

No.FEM.18/88/Pt.11I/7.- In supersession to this Department's Office Memorandum No.FEM.18/88/30, dated
13" November, 1992, FEM.28/99/69, dated 22" July, 2002 and letter No.FEM.18/88/Pt.1/37, dated 28"
October, 2011, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to make the following amendment for incidental
charges.

For Journey by Air:-

Government servants who are entitled to air journey and those authorise to travel by air are entitled to mileage
allowance equal to one standard air fare for the journey plus an allowance for incidental expenses at the rate
equal to one normal daily allowance.

For journey performed by taxi between airport and destination, re-imbursement of the actual taxi fare will be
admissible.

Clarification:-
Travel by helicopter shall also be classified as ‘Travel by Air' as per Rule 32.

For journey performed by helicopter within the State i.e., Shillong Guwabhati-Tura and vice versa incidental
expenses shall be at the existing rates as admissible for air journey.

However, for journey by Helicopter from Shillong to Guwahati Airport to avail a flight outside the State, claim
of separate incidental for this journey will not be admissible. In such case, claim of incidental shall be
admissible in respect of air journey performed from Shillong to that destination at the rate as admissible.

Journey on tour involving road and air travel one would be entitled to:-

1) For road journey to avail flight / vice versa, an amount equivalent to one full Daily Allowance as incidental
at normal rate is applicable (i.e., ¥z Daily Allowance where distance travelled is not less than 40 Kms. and
one full Daily Allowance where distance travelled is not less than 80 Kms) with or without halt as the case
may be.

2) For travel covered by air, the amount is equivalent to % Daily Allowance.

No0.MITS.10/2015/90.- Whereas the CSC 2.0 was approved by the Government of India and aims to establish
self sustaining network of 2.5 lakhs CSC centres in the country at Gram Panchayat (GP) level under Digital
India-Pillar 3-Public Internet Access Programme-National Rural Internet Mission and deliver various citizen
centric services;

And whereas, the model of CSC 2.0 is envisaged as transaction based and service delivery based model,
delivering a large bouquet of e-services through a single delivery technological platform, which would increase
the sustainability of the CSCs across the country;

And whereas the Implementing Agency is CSC e-Governance Services India Ltd. (CSC-SPV) for a project
duration of 4 Years, with a target of setting up 1000 CSCs in Meghalaya;

Therefore, as per para 4.7 of the MoM of the State Apex Committee on Digital India meeting held on 13th
December, 2016, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to notify the roles and responsibilities of the key
stakeholders for CSC 2.0 project, with immediate effect.

The key stakeholders shall have the following roles and responsibilities in accordance with the CSC 2.0
guidelines of Gol:

1) CSC e-Governance Service India Ltd. - CSC-SPV

CSC-SPV shall be the implementing agency for the project and would provide suitable program
management support to MeitY and State administration for successful implementation of the project. The
functions of CSC-SPV would be in perpetuity even after completion of the project for sustainability of
CSCs across the nation. The main activities to be undertaken by CSC-SPV, but not limited to, are as
follows:

i. CSC-SPV would develop a national level universal CSC technological platform for implementation
of CSC 2.0. This would comprise of some key performance indicators (KPIs) like: financial
management, human resource management, MIS and reporting, service delivery, help desk,
capacity building and integration of all other portal across all the States etc.

ii. CSC-SPV would act as co-ordinating agency for development, enablement, on-boarding and
delivery of services centrally through the universal CSC technological platform. This will ensure a
standard list of services that would be available at all CSCs, irrespective of the location.

iii. To enable and manage the local language Help Desk for handholding of Village Level
Entrepreneurs (VLES).

iv. CSC-SPV would undertake capacity building and entrepreneurship training programme to cover all
the existing CSCs and the new CSCs in a periodical manner.

v. CSC-SPV would undertake monitoring and assessment of scheme across all the CSCs periodically.

vi. CSC-SPV would support State for creation of national and state branding.

2) State Nodal Department.

As per para 4.2 of the MoM of the State Apex Committee on Digital India meeting held on 13"
December, 2016, the Meghalaya Information Technology Society (MITS), under the Information
Technology & Communications Department, Government of Meghalaya shall be the State Nodal
Department for the smooth implementation of the CSC 2.0 project in Meghalaya. The other stakeholders
like DeGS, would be functioning under the guidance of nodal department. The responsibilities of State
Nodal Department are as follows:

i.  Toissue necessary guidance for implementation and management of the project in the State.
ii.  Toimplement migration plan for integrating existing CSCs into the new scheme.

iii. To collaborate with stakeholders including line departments to ensure that various services, training
and capacity building initiatives are implemented in the State.

iv. To ensure identification and enablement of additional G2C services on the universal service
delivery platform.

v. To enable integration of all State portals including the utility service providers with the universal
CSC technological platform.

vi. To increase sustainability of CSC outlets in the State by undertaking various programs, schemes
and activities with CSC - SPV.

vii. CSCs may be leveraged for delivery of services under "Digital Panchayat" initiative of Ministry of
Panchayati Raj.

viii. To review, monitor and assess the scheme on regular basis for smooth implementation and timely
completion of rollout of CSCs.

ix. To submit project status report to MeitY on monthly basis.

X.  As per para 4.4 of the MoM of the State Apex Committee on Digital India meeting held on 13th
December, 2016, the Commissioner & Secretary IT&C Department, Govt. of Meghalaya, shall
explore and devise a policy for revenue sharing amongst stakeholders as per CSC 2.0 guidelines.

State Level Resources (SLR):

The CSC 2.0 provides State level resource to support the State Nodal department for smooth
implementation. There would be two types of resources in the State purely on contractual basis; 1) State
Level Resources at State Headquarters (SHQ); 2) State Level Resources at District Headquarters
(DHQ)/DeGS. As per para 4.5 of the MoM of the State Apex Committee on Digital India meeting held on
13th December, 2016, these resources will be selected and recruited through CSC-SPV with no cost
implication to the State.

SLR at SHQ: These resources would be reporting to the State Nodal Department and would be
responsible for the following:

i. To support State for program management in the State and complete co-ordination with
stakeholders.

ii.  To co-ordinate with district teams, national team and CSC-SPV teams for smooth implementation.

iii. To co-ordinate with other State departments for enablement of services into the universal CSC
platform and to enable integration of existing services/portals into the same.

iv. To collect, collate and analyse various MIS reports and Impact Assessment reports from all the
districts.

v. To co-ordinate with State Administration and District teams for review meetings on the progress of
the project.

vi. To support State Administration for any other activities assigned by the State nodal department for
successful rollout of the project.

SLR at DHQ/DeGS: These resources would be reporting to the District Administration/DeGS. These
resources may preferably be selected from the concerned district for the ease of locale management
These resources would be responsible for the following:

i.  To support DeGS in program management and last mile implementation in all the Gram Panchayats
/Village(s) within the respective District Administration.

ii. To co-ordinate with SLR HQ teams, CSC-SPV teams and National team for effective rollout.

iii. To work with DeGS for selection of VLEs, CSC locations and enabling factors ensuring smooth
operations of CSCs.

iv. These resources would support DeGS for redressing VLES' issues locally under their purview as well
as those raised by the Help Desk.

v. To provide handholding support to VLEs and to facilitate the capacity building and training activities
conducted by CSC SPV.

vi. To conduct regular field level assessments of CSCs within the district. These assessments would be
conducted through Geo-Tagged application support while undertaking field visits to CSCs.

vii. To co-ordinate with DeGS for review meetings on implementation progress.

viii. To collect field level information and progress status of CSCs lying under the district jurisdiction.

ix. To support District Administration/DeGS for any other activities assigned by District
Administration/DeGS for successful rollout of the project:

District Administration/ District e-Governance Society (DeGS): District e-Governance Society (DeGS)

under the Deputy Commissioner (DC) would play a key role towards the last mile implementation and

monitoring of the rollout. The District e-Governance Society (DeGS) would be supported suitable by

CSC-SPV in this regard and would be responsible for the following:

i Selection/identification of VLEs and the operations of the CSC Network in the district. This Would
include:

(@) To co-ordinate with Community & Rural Development Department for availability of space at
village/other locations for CSCs to operate.

(b) To assist VLE for the availability of power and solar backup etc.

(c) To assist VLE for availability of connectivity through State infrastructure or NOFN node
wherever possible. However, it would be the responsibility of VLE to invest in the Capex and
Opex of the CSC outlet including the connectivity.

ii. The DeGS will ensure that the CSCs follow the branding and display guidelines of the project.
iii. The DeGS will supervise the district resources for coordination at various levels.

iv. The DeGS shall create a suitable mechanism towards effective interaction with VLEs for timely
resolution of implementing issues.

v. The attrition as well as relocation of the VLEs will be managed locally by the DeGS and accordingly
included in CSC 2.0.

vi. DeGS will assist State nodal department to issue necessary Government Orders (GOs) for
leveraging CSCs to deliver various services of other departments like: Community & Rural
Development Dept. and other public service providers.

Village Level Entrepreneur (VLE):

A local Village Level Entrepreneur (VLE) would be responsible to bear the entire capital and operational
expenditure involved in making the CSC operational. VLE is also expected to deliver various services to
citizens as per the direction of the State administration.

The roles and responsibilities of the above mentioned stakeholders may be revised from time to time as
deemed appropriate.

No.ERTS (E) 1/2012/615.- In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 36 of the Meghalaya Excise Act
(Assam Excise Act 1 of 1910) as adapted by Meghalaya, the Governor of Meghalaya is hereby pleased to
make the following Rules to further amend the Meghalaya Excise Rules, hereinafter referred to as the
Principal Rules, namely:-

1. Short title and (1) These rules may be called the Meghalaya Excise (Amendment)
Commencement Rules, 2017.

(2) They shall come into force with immediate effect from the date of
publication in the official Gazette.

2. Amendment of "In the principal Rules, in rule 183, in sub-rule (2) (a) and (b), for the
Rule 183 - existing provisions, the following shall be substituted, namely:-

2 (@ No IMFL and Beer retail 'OFF' and 'ON' license shall be
established in any area within a distance of 100 (one hundred)
meters [50 (fifty) meters in the State capital] from any place of
public worship or educational institution or hospital. The distance
may be taken from the gate/ entry point to the education institution/
place of worship/ hospital along the public route/ road/ pathway
generally used by a majority of the public to the entrance of the
IMFL shops or bar inside the hotel, as the case may be.

(b) No license for retail sale of liquor or any other intoxicants shall
be granted at any site situated within 500 (five hundred) meters
from the outer edge of any National Highway or State Highway or
of a service lane along the highway. The prohibition shall extend to
and include stretches of such highways which fall within the limits
of a municipal corporation, city, town or local authority. The
distance may be taken from the outer edge of the National
Highway or State Highway to the entrance of the IMFL retail shop
or bar inside the hotel, as the case may be, along the public route/
road/ pathway generally used by the public.

(c) All signages and advertisements of the availability of liquor shall
be prohibited and the existing ones removed forthwith both on
national and state highways. No shops for sale of liquor shall be
visible from the national or state highway.

(d) Government may declare any area as liquor free area where
vending of liquor shall not be permitted.

Explanation:-

(i) "The distance referred to in sub-rule (2) (a) and (b) above shall be
measured from the mid-point of the entrance of the shop along with the
nearest path by which a pedestrian ordinarily reaches to the mid-point of
the nearest gate of the institution if there is compound wall and if there is
no compound wall to the mid-point of the nearest entrance of the
institution”.

"Educational institution" for the purpose of these rules means any
Primary School, Upper Primary School, Secondary School and
Higher Secondary School recognized by the State Government or
Central Government or any College affiliated to any University
established by law, but does not include any private coaching or
tutorial institution.

"Place of public worship" for the purpose of these rules means a
Church, Temple, Mosque, Gurudwara, Monastery or any place of
public worship recognized as such by the locality.

"Hospital" for the purpose of these rules means, any Government
Hospitals, Community Health Centres, Primary Health Centres or
Primary Health Unit, Sub Centres and includes Private Nursing
Home, which has facility of a minimum of 10 (ten) beds for treatment
of in-patients.

For Rule 2(a), the existing IMFL shops would not be affected in case
these shops were opened before any establishments of public
worship or educational institution or hospital were set up, unless it
cause undue public nuisance based on the report of the Deputy
Commissioner of the District. In such cases, the distance of 100
(one hundred) metres [50 (fifty) metres in State Capital] would have
to be maintained by the IMFL shops. Also for Rule 2(a), the timing of
opening of IMFL shops should be only from 4.00 P.M to 8.00 PM in
the State Capital.

For Rule 2(b), if any place of public worship or educational institution
or hospital is located along the National Highway or State Highway,
the distance and measurement as prescribed in Rule 2(a) and (b)
would be made applicable.

The above Rules 2(a) and (b) would be applicable from 1% April,
2017 to both existing and new licenses. The existing licenses which
have already been renewed shall continue until the term of the
license expires but not later than 1* April, 2017.
