Chief Engineer, P.W.D. (Roads) and Chief Engineer, P.W.D. (Buildings) will be Member Secretary in respect 
of Roads/N.E.C. works and Buildings Works respectively. The Chief Engineer (NH), P.W.D. (Roads) will be 
Member Secretary for N.H. Works and Chief Engineer (Standard), P.W.D. (Roads), for P.M.G.S.Y. 

The Chairperson may invite one or more experts for tendering Technical advice to the DTC/DPB if considered 
necessary. The Finance & Accounts Officer attached to the Head of Department and the Departmental 
Financial Adviser shall be invited to DTC/DPB meetings and they shall be responsible to tendering correct 
advice, which when tendered, shall invariably be recorded in the proceedings of the meeting. 

The ceiling of tender amount above which a tender/quotation shall be placed before the Tender Committee 
may be fixed by the Administrative Department concerned, from time to time, provided that such ceiling does 
not involved a Commulative expenditure exceeding ` 15 lakhs in any financial year. 

In the case of Purchase Board, the Director of Industries may be invited to the meeting if considered 
necessary. 

The Function of the Committee/Board will be as per the terms, conditions and the rules specified in the 
revised guidelines of the Government Office Memorandum. Tender Amount above ` 15 lakhs (fifteen lakhs) 
only shall be placed before the Departmental Tender Committee/Purchase Board. 

The Departmental Tender Committee or Purchase Board will come into immediate effect and shall remain 
valid until further orders. No meeting of the Tender Committee/Purchase Board shall convene after 31st 

January, 2018 without prior approval of Finance Department.
