- In continuation of this Department's Notification No.HPL.20/94/503, dated 18th March, 
2017, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to notify the following terms and conditions for appointment of 
Shri Rajiv Mehta, IPS (Retd.), as Security Advisor to the Government of Meghalaya: 

1.	 In addition to the duties notified earlier, Shri Rajiv Mehta, IPS (Retd.) will also liaise with central security 
and intelligence agencies in Delhi regarding police and internal security matters. 

2.	  The appointment of Security Advisor is initially for a period of 1 (one) year which may be extended as per 
need. 

3.	  He will visit the State on need basis as per requirements of the security situation. 

4.	  He will be paid a monthly honorarium of ` 75,000/- (Rupees Seventy five thousand) only. 

5.	 During his visit to Meghalaya, he will be paid T.A/D.A at par with the serving Director General of Police of 
Meghalaya. 

6.	 During his visit to the State, transport and accommodation for him will be provided by Police 
Headquarters. 

7.	 The expenditure will be charged to the head "2055-Police-001-Direction & Administration-(01)-IGP's 
Office-01-Salaries-General-Non-Plan–Voted."

No.ERTS (E) 40/2014/127. - In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 36 of the Meghalaya Excise Act 
(Assam Excise Act 1 of 1910) as adapted by Meghalaya, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to make the 
following Amendments to the Meghalaya Excise Act and Rules (Assam Excise Act 1910 and Assam Excise 
Rules, 1945 as adapted) namely:- 

1.	 Short title and Commencement- (i) These Rules may be called the Meghalaya Excise Amendment 
Rules, 2017. 

(ii) They shall come into force with immediate effect. 

2.	 Amendment of Rule 372- Fixation of Maximum Retail Price (1) (a) (i)- The maximum retail price 
for each kind of liquor, beer and wine is fixed by the Commissioner of 
Excise every year. The MRP is derived by adding the ex-bond price, 
advalorem, pass fee, VAT and the maximum percentage of profit 
allowed for each brand. 

(ii) MRP shall be printed on the labels, on the body of each 
bottle/cans by the Company/Distillery/Brewery/Winery/IMFL units 
etc., at their own expense. 

(iii) MRP is fixed on maximum percentage and is approved at the 
time of registration of labels. If any company wishes to change the 
MRP they may do so by re-registering the label with the new MRP for 
approval. 

(iv) MRP shall always be rounded off to the nearest rupee. 

(b) The kinds of liquor and maximum percentage of profit allowed on 
retail sale are:-
