pavement including premixed bituminous carpeting and seal coat 

(inclusive of loading and unloading and haulage of materials). 

(iii) Approximate value of work:- ` 77,60.000.00 (Rupees seventy seven lakhs sixty thousand) only. 

(iv) Time of completion:- 18 (eighteen) months from the date of issue of Final Work Order. 

(v) Rates:- Rates are to be quoted on flat percentage basis, i.e., AT PAR/ABOVE the 

Schedule of Rates for Roads and Bridge Works (Other than NH works) in 

the Districts of Khasi Hills, Jaintia Hills & Ri-Bhoi Areas of Meghalaya for 

the year 2015-16 (1st Revision). 

Non-Tribal contractors shall have to furnish valid Trading License from the Khasi Hills Autonomous District 

Council, while submitting their tenders otherwise the tenders will be rejected outrightly.
