No.FOR.(E) 106/87/577.- In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to Article 309 of the Constitution
of India, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to make the following rules to amend the Meghalaya Forest
Service Rules, 1985 and the Meghalaya Forest Service (Amendment) Rules, 1989:-

1. Short title and commencement:- (1) These rules may be called the Meghalaya Forest Service (First
Amendment) Rules, 2017.

(2) They shall come into force from the date of their notification in the Official Gazette.

2. Amendment of Rule 7 - Rule 7 of the Meghalaya Forest Service Rules, 1985 (hereinafter referred to as
the principal rules), stand amended as follows:-

Promotion to the Senior Grade - (1) Appointment to the Senior Grade shall be made by promotion from the
members of the service in the Junior Grade and included in the Select List approved under sub-rule (4) of
Rule 11 of the principal rules subject to availability of vacancy.

Provided that the member appointed to the service under clause (a) of sub-rule(l) of Rule 6 must have
rendered not less than 5 (five) years of continuous service in the Junior Grade calculated from the date of
Joining in the Forest College for the 2 (two) years training, on appointment to the Meghalaya Forest Service.

Provided further, that a member appointed under clause (b) of sub-rule (I) of Rule 6, must have rendered not
less than 5 (five) years of continuous service in the Junior Grade. Provided further, that the members
appointed to the service either under clause (a) or under clause (b) of sub-rule (1) of Rule 6 shall appear and
pass all the Departmental Examinations conducted by the Commission.

(2) Appointment to the Junior Administrative Grade (Non - Functional) Time Scale

Appointment to the Junior Administrative Grade (Non-Functional) Time Scale shall be made from the
members of the service holding substantive Junior Grade posts and who have completed 8 (eight) years of
continuous service when vacancy in the Senior Grade is not available.

(3) Appointment to the Selection Grade (Non-Functional) Time Scale- Appointment to the Selection
Grade (Non-Functional) Time Scale shall be made from the members of the service in the Senior Grade who
have completed 8 (eight) years of continuous service in the Senior Grade.

3. Amendment of Rule 8 - In Rule 8 (1) of the principal rules, for the entries at Serial Numbers (ii), (iii), (iv)
and (v) the following shall be substituted;

7 of the said principal rules, stated herein-above.

Amendment of Rule 16 - In Rule 16 of the principal rules, after the provision for Regular Training, the
following sentence shall be added;

"The Training period shall be treated as service period for all purpose with effect from the date of joining
in the Forest College".

The existing Note contained in Rule 16 of the principal rules shall be substituted as follows; "During the
period of such course of training the candidate shall be paid salary and such other expenses with effect
from the date of joining the Forest College for training, in the scale of pay for the Junior Grade mentioned
in Schedule-1l of these rules, as revised by the Government from time to time."

Amendment of Rule 18 (3) (i) - The existing proviso in Rule 18 (3) (i) of the principal rules shall be
substituted as follows:

"A person recruited under clause (a) of sub-rule (1) of Rule 6 of the principal rules, shall be appointed on
probation as Assistant Conservator of Forests in the Junior Grade with effect from the date of Joining the
Forest College for training and regular appointment as Assistant Conservator of Forests in the Junior
Grade shall be made on successful completion of the prescribed course of training mentioned in Rule 16
from the day following the date of convocation held at the Forest College.
