Subject:- Composition, functions etc. of the District Selection Committee for the Districts in the 

State of Meghalaya and the procedure for direct recruitment to various categories of 
posts which come under the purview of the Committee. 

No.PER(AR).49/2012/67.-The undersigned is directed to invite attention to Government O.M.No.PER(AR)49/ 

2015/5, dated 17th November, 2014 relating to the composition, functions etc. of the District Selection 

Committee for the Districts in the State of Meghalaya and the procedure for direct recruitment to various 

categories of posts which come under the purview of the Committee and to say that for the existing Para 7, 

the following new provision shall be substituted as: 

Amendment of Para 7. 

In case where private land owner(s) have donated land free of cost for Government purpose, the land 

proposed to be donated should be legally handed over through a registered deed to enable the Government 

to provide appointment to any person(s) as recommended by the land owner(s) in a Grade IV/Grade III posts. 

Where land is donated by the Nokma/Syiem/Dolloi/Raid/Clan, etc. then the Nokma/Syiem/Dolloi/Raid/Clan/ 

Sardar, as the case may be, shall identify the appropriate person or persons, in consultation with the affected 

families, if any, to whom appointment can be given. The Deputy Commissioner of the concerned District will 

identify the post in consultation with the District Head of the concerned Department to which the land is being 

donated. Appointment under this provision will be outside the purview of the DSC: 

Provided that on the retirement/demise the vacancy will be filled up through normal recruitment. 

This shall come into force with immediate effect.
