No.EDN.203/2017/13. - In compliance to the Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Act, 2015, the
following sections of the Act are reproduced which shall be exercised by all concerned authorities to ensure
effective implementation of the provision for checking and prohibitions of any act of nuisance as detailed

below:-

Section 77 states that whoever gives, or causes to be given, to any child any intoxicating liquor or any
narcotic drug or tobacco products or psychotropic substance, except on the order of a duly qualified medical
practitioner, shall be punishable with rigorous imprisonment for a term which may extend to seven years and

shall also be liable to a fine which may extend up to one lakh rupees.

Section 78 states that whoever uses a child for vending, peddling, carrying, supplying or smuggling any
intoxicating liquor, narcotic drug or psychotropic substance shall be liable for punishment with rigorous
imprisonment for a term which may extend to seven years and shall also be liable to a fine which may extend

up to one lakh rupees.

However, the Retaining Fee as at (A) above will strictly be applicable only to the Public Prosecutor and
Additional Public Prosecutors who are already not entitled/drawing any Retaining Fee in their existing capacity

as Government Advocates in the High Court of Meghalaya.

No.Health.350/2015/26. - In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 30 (1) of the Registration of Birth &
Death Act, 1969, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to further amend the Meghalaya Registration of Birth
& Death Rules, 1999, namely:

1. Short title and commencement: (1) These rules may be called the Meghalaya Registration of Birth &
Death (Amendment) Rules, 2017.

(2) They shall come into force from the date of notification in the Official Gazette.

2. Amendment of Rule 5. - In Rule 5 of the Meghalaya Registration of Birth & Death Rules, 1999 (herein
referred to as the principal Rules), after the existing sub-rule 3, new sub-rule (4) shall be inserted,
namely,- " The information referred to in sub Rule (1) shall be given to the Registrar in whose
jurisdiction the event of birth and death occurred, irrespective of the place of residence"

3. Amendment of Rule 13 (1). - In Rule 13(1) under Section 17 of the Act of the principal Rules, for the
existing sub-rule 13 (1), new sub-rule (1) shall be substituted, namely,-

From ¥ 2/- to ¥ 5/-

"(a) Search for a single entry in the first year for which the search is made

(b) For every additional year for which the search is continued - From % 2/- to ¥ 5/-
(c) For granting extract relating to each Birth or Death - From ¥ 5/- to ¥ 10/-
(d) For granting Non-Availability Certificate of Birth or Death - From ¥ 2/- to T 5/-
(e) For granting additional copy of extract of Birth or Death - % 5/- each".
