OFFICE MEMORANDUM

Subject:- Grant of Child Adoption Leave for 120 days to the female Government Servants on

adoption of a child up to one year of age.

No.FEG.62/2015/53. - A reference is drawn to the Notification of the Ministry of Women & Child Development,
Government of India, on the Guidelines governing Adoption of Children, 2015 dated 17" July, 2015 issued by
Central Adoption Resource Authority (CARA) to provide regulation of adoption of orphan, abandoned and
surrendered children. As incorporated in the Guidelines, Adoption Leave states that adoptive parents working
under the Central/State Government or Central/State Public Sector Undertakings shall be entitled for adoption

leave for proper care of the adoptee, as per the extant instructions of the concerned Government or authority;

After careful consideration, the Governor of Meghalaya has decided to extend the benefit of Child Adoption
Leave for 120 days to Female Government Servants on valid adoption of a Child up to one year of age with
less than two surviving children immediately after the date of such adoption on the lines of maternity leave
admissible to natural mothers. The adoption has to be as per the Guidelines mentioned above and as
amended from time to time and such Adoption leave is limited to 2 (two) Adoptions only during entire service.

1. During the period of Child Adoption Leave she shall be paid leave salary equal to the pay drawn

immediately before proceeding on leave.

2. Child Adoption leave may be combined with leave of any other kind.

In continuation of "Child Adoption Leave" the adoptive mothers may also be granted, if applied for,
leave of the kind due and admissible (including Leave not due and Commuted leave not exceeding 60
(sixty) days without production of Medical certificate) for a period up to one year reduced by the age of
the adopted child on the date of legal adoption without taking into account the period of Child Adoption
leave, subject to the following conditions.

(i) This facility shall not be admissible to an adoptive mother already having two surviving children at
the time of adoption.

(i) The maximum period of one year leave of the kind due and admissible (including Leave not due
and Commuted leave up to 60 days without production of Medical Certificate) will be reduced by
the age of the child on the date of adoption without taking into account Child Adoption leave as in
following illustrations:

- if the age of the adopted child is less than one month on the date of adoption leave up to one
year may be allowed.

- If the age of child is six months and above but less than seven months, leave up to 6 months
may be allowed.

- If the age of the child is 9 months and above but less than ten months, leave up to 3 months

may be allowed.
Child Adoption leave shall not be debited against the leave account.
Relevant rule is being incorporated / amended.

These orders will have effect from the date of issue.

"A Competent authority may grant Child Adoption Leave to a
Female Govt. Servant with less than 2 (two) surviving children, on
valid adoption of a child below the age of one year, for a period of
120 days immediately after the date of such adoption. However,
such Adoption leave is limited to 2 (two) adoptions only during

entire service.

Valid Adoption would be any adoption of orphan, abandoned or
surrendered Children as per the Guidelines issued by the

competent authority from time to time.

The adopted child becomes the lawful child of his adopted parents
with all the rights, privileges and responsibilities that are attached

to a biological child.

The amendment shall be deemed to have effect from the date of the Naotification.
