No.ERTS (E) 1/2012/642. - In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 36 of the Meghalaya Excise Act (Assam 
Excise Act 1 of 1910 as adapted by Meghalaya), the Governor of Meghalaya is hereby pleased to make the following 
Rules further to amend the Meghalaya Excise Rules 1945, (Assam Excise Rules, 1945 as adapted by Meghalaya) 
(hereinafter referred to as the principal Rules) namely:- 

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) These rules may be called the Meghalaya Excise (Amendment) Rules, 2017. 

They shall come into force with immediate effect. 

2. Amendment of Rule 183 - In rule 183 of the principal Rules, 

(i) clause (b) of sub-rule (2) shall be deleted; 

(ii) para (vi) of the Explanation shall be substituted as follows,- 

"(vi) If any place of public worship or educational institution or hospital is located along the National Highway or State 
Highway, the distance and measurement as prescribed in Rule 2(a) would be made applicable".

No.ERTS (E) 1 /2012/643. - In exercise of the powers conferred by rule 183(2)(d) of the Meghalaya Excise Rules 1945 

(Assam Excise Rules, 1945 as adapted by Meghalaya), the following areas are declared as liquor free area where vending 

of liquor shall not be permitted: 

1. Liquor free zone in Shillong: 

(i) Round Road - Governor's House Point - State Central Library Point - Secretariat Road - Kachari Road. 

(ii) State Central Library Point - Barik Point - Civil Hospital Point - Monolith Point in front of State Central Library. 

(iii) Don Bosco Square Point - Dhankheti Point - Fire brigade Point via St. Edmund's College. 

(iv) Don Bosco Square Point to Polo Road via Shillong College – B. K. Bajoria School. 

(v) Shillong College to All India Radio Point via St. Anthony's College and also Jacob's Ladder Road and Hopkinson 
Road. 

(vi) Dhankheti to All India Radio via Loretto up and Lower Lachumiere to Malki Point via P.W.D. Office and from 
Horse Shoe Building to Barik Point. 

(vii) Raj Bhavan Road. 

(viii) Raj Bhavan Police point to Hotel Polo Tower via Ward's Lake, Botanical Garden to Bivar Road and also Bishops 
Cotton Road. 

(ix) Barik Police Point to Civil Hospital Point via Pine Mount School and Red Cross. 

(x) Fire Brigade point via Bethany Hospital via both upper and lower Nongrim Hills road upto Nongrim Hills petrol 
pump junction. 
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2.  Liquor free zone in Tura: 

(i) Ringre Bridge to Hawakhana Petrol Pump. 

(ii) R. C. Road. 

(iii) Chandmari junction to Sampalgre (K.A. Road). 

(iv) Ringre Bridge to Chitoktak, via Upper Chandmari and Gandrak Dare. 

(v) NEC Road at Mondoltilla junction to Civil Hospital at Tetengkol. 

(vi) Hawakhana Petrol Pump to Circuit House junction, via Teteng Aja. 

(vii) Old Civil Hospital to Akonggre junction, via D.C. Park, D. C. Office and Tura Police Station.
