No.EDN.78/99/489. - In partial modification of this Department's Circular No.EDN.78/99/69, dated 13th March, 
2002 and in pursuance of National Council for Teacher Education (Recognition Norms & Procedures) 
Regulations, 2014, the Government in Education Department have decided that the minimum professional 
degree to be attained by all academic officers under the Directorate of Education Research & Training/District 
Institute of Education Research of the State shall be as follows. 

A. 	Principal / HOD 

(i)	 Post Graduate Degree in Science/Social Science /Arts /Humanities with minimum 55% marks and 
M.Ed./M.A. (Education)/M.El.Ed. with minimum 50% marks. 

(ii)	 Five years experience in a Teacher Education Institution. Desirable: Degree /Diploma in Educational 
Administration/Educational Leadership. 

B. 	 Perspectives in Education Foundation of Education & Curriculum and Pedagogy : Teacher Educators in 
D.El.Ed. should have Masters Degree in Social Science /Humanities/Science/Maths/Language with 
50% marks and M.Ed. with 50% marks or M.A (Education) with 50% marks (except two positions 
where the requirement shall be Post Graduate in Philosophy/Sociology/Psychology with 50% marks and 
B.El.Ed. or B.Ed. or D.El.Ed. with 50% marks or M.Phil/Ph.D. in Education). 

Henceforth consideration for any financial benefit such as Placement in the higher scales of pay will be 
determined on the basis of the above minimum professional qualification.

PRELIMINARY NOTIFICATION 

(Under Section 11(1) of the Act-30/2013) 

No.RDA.76/2015/65. - Whereas it appears to the Government of Meghalaya that a total of (8112.24 + 
20616.64) = 28728.88 square meters land is required at Athiabari villages of Mawshynrut Sub-Division of 
West Khasi Hills District, for public purpose, namely; for setting up of Facilitation Centre at the Entry and Exit 
Point at Athiabari. 

Social Impact Assessment Study was conducted by Meghalaya Institute of Governance, Shillong and 
proposal for acquisition of the land has been recommended and approved by Government of Meghalaya vide 
Letter No.RDA.76/2015/43, dated 19th July, 2017. 

Therefore, it is notified that for the aforesaid project at Athiabari, Mawshynrut Sub-Division of West Khasi Hills 
District, a piece of land measuring more or less 28728.88 square meters whose detail description is given in 
the schedule below, is under acquisition.

A plan of the land may be inspected in the Office of the Deputy Commissioner, West Khasi Hills District, 
Nongstoin on any working day. The Government is pleased to authorized the Deputy Commissioner and his 
staff to enter upon and survey land, take levels of any land, dig or bore into the sub soil & do all other acts 
required for the proper execution of their works as provided and specified in section 12 of the said Act. 

Under Section 11(4) of the Act, no person shall make any transaction of land i.e. sale/purchase, specified in 
the preliminary notification or create any encumbrances on such land from the date of publication of this 
notification without prior approval of the District Collector. 

Extra Assistant Commissioner (Revenue) West Khasi Hills District Nongstoin is appointed as Administrator for 
the purpose of rehabilitation and resettlement of the affected families. 

Objections to the acquisition, if any, may be filed by the person interested within 60 (sixty) days from the date 
of publication of the Notification as provided under section 15 of the said act before the District Collector, West 
Khasi Hills District.
