to further amend the Meghalaya Police Act, 2010. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Meghalaya on the Sixty-ninth Year of 
the Republic of India as follows:-

Short title and 1. (1) This   Act may be called the Meghalaya Police (Amendment)
Commencement. 

Act, 2018. 

(2) It shall come into force from the date of notification in the Official 

Gazette. 

Amendment of 2. In Section 29 of the Meghalaya Police Act, 2010, (Meghalaya Act 
Section 29 of the No. 7 of 2011) after existing sub-section (4), new sub-section (5) shall 
Meghalaya Act No. 7 

be added, as follows, -of 2011 

“(5) for the purpose of filling up vacancies or post under this Act the 

following shall be the criteria for reservation of post of non-

Gazetted posts for women as follows, -

(a) 10% of existing vacancies in recruitments for Sub-Inspectors 

and Constables  shall be earmarked for Women candidates. 

(b) Out of this 10% earmarked for women as in clause (a) above, 

40% will be for Khasi and Jaintia Community, 40% will be for 

Garo Community, 5% for other tribes and 15% for other.” 
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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS 

The Meghalaya Police (Amendment) Bill, 2018, is proposed to add a new provision specifying 

the criteria for reservation of post for Women Candidates for recruitment in non-Gazetted posts in 

Police force. The proposed amendment Bill will strengthen the Women Police force at the level of 

Sub-Inspector and Constable for combating the rising crime against Women and Children in the 

State and also implanting a policy of reservation of certain percentage of post for women. At 

present women representing police force is very low and women in the abovementioned non-

Gazette post are underrepresented. 

Hence, the Bill.
