No.Health. 236/2017/7. - In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to Article 309 of the Constitution 
of India, the Governor of Meghalaya hereby makes the following amendments to amend the Meghalaya 
Nursing Service Rules, 2008 namely, 

1.	 Short title and commencement:- (1) These rules may be called the Meghalaya Nursing Service 
(Amendment) Rules, 2018. 

(2) They shall come into force with immediate effect. 

2.	 Amendment of Rule 7:- In the proviso to sub-rule (1) of Rule 7 of the Meghalaya Nursing Service Rules, 
2008, the existing proviso shall be substituted by the following new proviso, namely, - 

"Provided that in the case of candidates belonging to Scheduled Tribes and Scheduled Castes, the 
upper age limit shall be relaxable by 10 (ten) years”.

3.	 Amendment in Form No. 2, Death Report - In serial 3 of the Form No.3 under heading "Death 
Report", the existing entry shall be substituted by the following, 

"3 Sex of the deceased : (enter Male/Female/Transgender)" 

4.	 Amendment in Form No. 3, StilI Birth Report - In serial 2 of the Form No.3 under heading "Still Birth 
Report", the existing entry shall be substituted as follows, 

"2 Sex : (enter Male/Female/Transgender)" 

5.	 Amendment in Form No. 5 - For the entry "Sex" occurring in Form No.5 under the heading "Birth 
Certificate", the existing entry shall be substituted as follows, 

"Sex: (enter Male/Female/Transgender)" 

6.	 Amendment in Form No. 6 - For the entry "Sex" occurring in Form No.6 under the heading "Death 
Certificate", the existing entry shall be substituted as follows, 

"Sex: (enter Male/Female/Transgender)".
