Ex-gratia payment as above will be considered after proper investigation by authorized officers on receipt of
the reports of depredation, but no payment shall be made if a person is killed or injured at a time when he was
engaged in any illegal activity, punishable under the Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972 or Meghalaya Forest
Regulation or any other relevant Act.

The revised rates shall take effect from the date of issue of this Memorandum.
