- In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to Article 309 of the
Constitution of India, the Governor of Meghalaya hereby makes the following amendments to amend the
Meghalaya Health Service Rules, 1990, namely:-

Short title and commencement:- (1) These rules may be called the Meghalaya Health Service
(Amendment) Rules, 2018.

(2) They shall be deemed to have come into force with effect from 15" October, 2015.

Amendment of Rule 9:- In Rule 9 of the Meghalaya Health Service Rules, 1990 (hereinafter referred to
as the Principal Rules) -

(i) After sub-clause (b) in the second proviso of sub-rule (1) a third proviso shall be inserted as follows:-

"Provided further that after completion of Post Graduation by in-service General Doctors, their promotion
will be governed by the first proviso".

(i) After clause (b) to the second proviso of sub-rule (3) a third proviso shall be inserted, namely:-

"Provided further that after completion of Post Graduation by in-service General Doctors, their promotion
will be governed by the first proviso".

Amendment of Rule 20:- In Rule 20 of the Principal Rules (as amended), the words, "All such doctors
will be governed by Generalist doctor stream Promotion Rules" shall be deleted.

(2) They shall come into force at once.

2.  Amendment of Rule 7 - In Rule 7 of the Meghalaya Health Service Rules, 1990 (hereinafter referred to
as the principal Rules),-

(1) in clause (a) of sub-rule (1) of Rule 7 of the principal Rules, for the existing sub-clause (ii), the
following new sub-clause shall be substituted,-

"(@) A Post-Graduate Degree or Post-Graduate Diploma;
(b)  Super Speciality having DM, MCh. or other equivalent degree; and,"
(2) the existing clause (b) of sub-rule (1) shall be substituted by the following new clause -

"the respective age limit shall not be less than twenty three and not more than 41 (forty one) years
on the first day of the year the advertisement is made for recruitment at Grade Ill level".
