Stage Carriage. Contract Carriage and Mini Bus:- The Maximum fare for Contract Carriage, Stage

Carriage and Mini Bus on all routes in the State shall be ¥ 1.05 paise per Passenger per km or part

thereof.

Personal effects below 14 kgs (fourteen kgs) shall be carried free of charge and personal effects over
14 kgs. shall be charged on payments of ¥ 0.60 paise per Quintal per km or part thereof, the amount of

freight may be rounded off to the nearest 0.50 paise.

Children over 3 (three) years and below 12 (twelve) years of age shall be charged at half rate and those

below 3 (three) years of age shall be carried free of Charge.

Goods Carriage i.e. Goods Carried by Stage Carriage Contract Carriage and Mini Bus.

(&) Goods in bulk (Non-perishable) - % 0.70 paise per Quintal per km

including food stuff and forest products
(b) Other Goods including furnitures - % 1.75 paise per Quintal per km

While calculating the distance fraction of Km. shall be taken as 1 km.

Note:- No Maximum rates are fixed for carriage of Livestock on live animals except that birds and animals

packed in boxes or baskets shall be charged on the basis of Weights.

Kumar and Ors Respondent (s) read with the powers conferred under paragraph 41 of the Jai Prakash vrs.
National Insurance Company Limited and others (supra)-Delhi Motor Vehicle Accident Claims Tribunal Rules,
2008, the State Government is hereby pleased to issue the Notification in this respect pending framing of the

Rules by the State of Meghalaya as follows:-

Q) After placing all the records, no court shall release a Motor Vehicle involved in an accident resulting in
death or bodily injury or damage to property, when such vehicle is not covered by the policy of
insurance against third party risks taken in the name of registered owner or when the registered owner
fails to furnish copy of such insurance policy despite demand by investigating police officer, unless and
until the registered owner furnishes sufficient security to the satisfaction of the court to pay

compensation that may be awarded in a claim case arising out of such accident.

) Where the motor vehicle is not covered by a policy of insurance against third party risks, or when
registered owner of the motor vehicle fails to furnish copy of such policy in circumstance mentioned in
sub-rule (1), the motor vehicle shall be sold off in public auction by the magistrate having jurisdiction
over the area where accident occurred, on expiry of (three) months of the vehicle being taken into
possession by the investigating police officer, and proceeds thereof shall be deposited with the Claims
Tribunal having jurisdiction over the area in question, within fifteen days for purpose of satisfying the
compensation that may have been awarded, or may be awarded in a claim case arising out of such

accident.
