Employees who have availed ACPS under Assam (ROP), 2010, their pay will be fixed as per ACPS under 
Meghalaya (ROP) 2009. 

For those employees who have been granted the benefit of the Financial upgradation under the Assam 
Government's ACP Scheme, the same benefit of deemed financial upgradation(s) under the Meghalaya 
Government ACP scheme be taken into consideration. 

However to prevent any drop in pay of those employees of the Court who were drawing the Assam 
Government pay scale when their initial pay is fixed in the aforesaid Meghalaya Pay Scale from 23rd 

December, 2013 fixation of pay may be done under FR 23 (ii) by taking into account the last pay drawn by 
them in the Assam Pay Scale on that date. 

From 1st January, 2017 onwards the corresponding pay level in the pay matrix of the 2017 revised pay 
structure will be applicable to the post as indicated overleaf. 

Payment of arrears and allowances to all the incumbents for a period from 23rd March, 2013 to 31st December, 
2016 shall be paid in full. For the period from 1st January, 2017 to 30th November, 2017 40% of the arrears of 
pay and allowances is allowed to be drawn and remaining arrears of 60% (30:30) shall be drawn as and when 
General order is issued by the Government. Remaining arrears with effect from 1st December, 2017 shall be 
allowed to be drawn in full. 

This issues with the concurrence of Finance (PR) I/D No.F (PR) 207/18, dated 20th June, 2018 and I/D No.F 
(PR) 245/18, dated 7th August, 2018.
