being heard and the larger public interest shall be kept in mind", and

consisting of all prominent persons of Wapung area attended the hearing, and similarly, 800 people attended
the hearing at Lumshnong and

Whereas, the speakers from both places made submissions in favour of having Block Headquarter in their

respective locality, and

Whereas, the Deputy Commissioner, East Jaintia Hills District, in his report dated 16™ August, 2018 has
briefly summarized submissions made by speakers during public hearings and returned certain findings and

Whereas, pending creation of a new Block, the Deputy Commissioner recommended having regard to the
submission made by people of both sides, that functioning of the Block office at present old Khliehriat C & RD

Department to bring the matter to the Cabinet after the public hearing is conducted, the report and

recommendations made by the Deputy Commissioner was placed before the Cabinet, and

totality of circumstances, it was decided that at present, existing Block Headquarter at Khliehriat should

continue to function for larger public interest.

Now therefore, in view of the above, all earlier notifications relating to shifting of the Block are hereby
rescinded and the instant notification is being issued that, for present existing Block at Khliehriat would

continue to function and serve the people from both sides.

No.CDD. 122/2006/336. - In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (I) of Section 4 of the Mahatma
Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act, 2005, the State Government hereby makes the following
further amendments to the Notification of the Government of Meghalaya, Community and Rural Development
Department, published in the Gazette of Meghalaya, Extraordinary vide number CDD. 122/2006/3 dated 28"
July, 2006 amended vide Notifications NREGSCell. 19/2010/66, dated 23™ March, 2010, CDD. 122/2006/283,
dated 24" April, 2014, CDD.122/2006/317, dated 13" December, 2016 and CDD. 122/2006/329, dated 8"
January, 2018.

In the said Notification,

1. Against Para 7. A. 4, the sentence, "Each VEC will have a Programme Executive/Implementation
Committee to implement the scheme in the village. This Committee will comprise of five persons
conversant with the NREGS: Meghalaya, out of whom a Chairman and Secretary will be elected.
Chairman, Secretary and one woman member will represent VEC at AEC level. This Committee will be
decided by General Body meeting of VEC." Will be replaced with "Each VEC will have a Programme
Executive/Implementation Committee to implement the scheme in the village. This Committee will
comprise of five persons conversant with the NREGS: Meghalaya, out of whom a Chairman and
Secretary will be selected through a process of consensus and community dialogue. The Chairman, the
Secretary and one woman member will represent VEC at AEC level. This Committee will be decided by
General Body meeting of VEC."

2. Against Para 7. B. 2, the sentence. “This council will consist of 3 (three) elected representatives from
each VEC." will be replaced by "This council will consist of 3 (three) selected representatives from each
VEC."

Against Para 7. B. 3, the sentence. "The 3 (three) elected members will consist of one female.
Chairman and Secretary of Programme Executive Committee." will be replaced by "The 3 (three)
selected members will consist of one female, the Chairman and the Secretary of Programme Executive
Committee.”

After Para 7. B. 7, the following shall be inserted as Para 7.B. 8 , "Whenever there is a requirement to
implement projects requiring the involvement of more than one VEC, the role of the AEC shall include
planning and implementing of works at the cluster level."

In para 9 (ii), 10 (i) & (iii), 11 (ii) & (iii), 12 (ii) (a), 14(iv), (vi) & (vii) the words "AEC" shall be replaced
by "VEC".

In para 10 (ii), the sentence "The joint photograph of the adult members of the household must be
affixed to the Job Card within three months from the date of issue of the Job Card" shall be replaced by
"The passport size photographs of the adult members of the household must be affixed to the Job Card
within three months from the date of issue of the Job Card".

In para 11 (iv), the word "Disabled" shall be replaced by "Differently abled".

In para 14 (i), the sentence "The shelf of projects at the village level shall be recommended by VEC(s)
and forwarded by the AEC to the PO" shall be replaced by "The shelf of projects at the village level shall
be recommended and forwarded by VEC(s) to the PO".

In para 13, the following changes shall be made:

a. Against para 13.1. (iv), the sentence "Renovation of traditional water bodies including de-silting of
irrigation tanks and other water bodies;" shall be replaced by "Renovation of traditional water bodies
including de-silting of irrigation tanks and other water bodies and conservation of old step wells or
baolis ".

b. Against para 13. IV. (iii), the sentence, " Construction of play fields;" shall be replaced by,
"Construction of play fields and compound walls for Government run schools in the villages ".

In Para 17, the following changes shall be made:

a. Para 17 (ii) shall be replaced with "The Technical Assistant/ Barefoot Technician shall measure
the work done and record in M-Book and close the Muster Roll after every fortnight. He/she shall
read out the entries in the M-Book and Muster Roll to the workers at the worksite. The entries in the
Muster Roll are to be attested by three representatives of the workers. The AEC shall submit the M-
Book and closed Muster Rolls to the PO within 24 hours of closure of the Muster Rolls. The
Technical Officer shall check-measure the work done and Muster Roll every alternate week. The
PO shall issue the pass order for payment of wages to the workers by Fund Transfer Order directly
to the Bank Account of the beneficiary(s) ".

b. Against para 17 (iii), the sentence, "It may be noted that the AEC shall operate the bank account
for works implemented by the AEC. An account will be jointly operated by Chairman and Secretary
of AEC" shall be omitted.

Against para 19, the sentence "The PO shall ensure that the wage payments are sent to the account of
the VEC and the amount shall be disbursed in cash at the Village level. However efforts should be made
to provide bank accounts to the unbanked VECs" shall be omitted.

Against para 20, the sentence "The Block and DRDA shall also channelize their wage, material and
administrative payments under the Scheme through Electronic Fund Management System as
per the guidelines issued by the Department” shall be omitted.

Against para 21, the words "annual allocation” shall be omitted.
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14. Against para 24 (i), the sentence “The AEC will be competent to carry out Social Audit. Each AEC will
constitute Social Audit Committee comprising of three or four persons and conduct social audit for the
works done within their jurisdiction at regular intervals as per direction of the Programme Officer and
District Programme Coordinator and submit reports to the office of the Programme Officer. AEC will also
facilitate Social Audit Forums to the public" shall be replaced by "The VEC will be competent to carry out
Social Audit. Each VEC will constitute Social Audit Committee comprising of three or four persons of
which at least two members shall be women and conduct social audit for the works done within their
jurisdiction at regular intervals as per direction of the Programme Officer and District Programme
Coordinator and submit reports to the office of the Programme Officer. VEC will also facilitate Social
Audit Forums to the public".

15. In para 27, the sentence "This is subjected to amendments notified by the Department from time to time
" shall be inserted after "The Official members will consist of Commissioner & Secretary/ Secretary C &
RD shall be the Member Secretary, .........ccccvveeene Director, C & RD Non official members shall be
entitled".

16. Miscellaneous

In para 30, the following clause is proposed to be added: "Whosoever contravene to the provision of the
MGNREG Act, 2005 and the MREGS, 2006 shall be on conviction be liable to a fine which may extend to
Rs. 1000".
