OFFICE MEMORANDUM 

No.LJ (A) 89/2016/119. - The Governor Meghalaya is pleased to approve for payment of Principal Seat Pay 
(PSP) to the Officers and Staff of the Meghalaya High Court with effect from 23rd March, 2013 and thereafter 
in the revised pay (5th Meghalaya Pay Revision) with effect from 1st January, 2017 as follows:-

Category Principal Seat Pay Per Month 

Group A ` 1,250 

Group B ` 1,000 

Group C ` 750 

Group D ` 500 

Principal Seat Pay (PSP) shall be taken into account for determining Basic Pay (i.e. Basic Pay + PSP) for 
purpose of calculation of Dearness Allowances, House Rent Allowances and Pension. 

Arrear for the period from 23rd March, 2013 to 31st December, 2016 shall be paid in full. For the period from 1st 

January, 2017 to 30th November, 2017, 40% of the arrear is allowed to be drawn and remaining 60% shall be 
drawn as and when general order is issued by the Government. Remaining arrear with effect from 1st 

December, 2017 is allowed to be drawn infull.

No.ERTS (E) 1/2012/687. - In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 36 of the Meghalaya Excise Act 
(Assam Excise Act I of 1910) as adapted by Meghalaya, the Governor of Meghalaya is hereby pleased to 
make the following Rules to amend the Meghalaya Excise Rules (Assam Excise Rules, 1945 as adapted by 
State of Meghalaya) hereinafter referred to as the Principal Rules, namely:- 

1.	 Short title and commencement- (1) These Rules may be called the Meghalaya Excise (Amendment) 
Rules, 2018. 

(2) They shall come into force with immediate effect from the date of 
publication in the Official Gazette. 

2.	 Amendment of Rule 183- "In Rule 183 of the Meghalaya Excise Rules (Assam Excise Rules, 
1945 as adapted by State of Meghalaya) in sub-rule (2)(a), for the 
existing explanation (v), the following explanation shall be 
substituted, namely:- 

"Explanation (v) - For Rule 2(a), the existing IMFL Shops would not 
be affected in case these shops were opened before any 
establishments of public worship or educational institution or hospital 
were set up, unless it cause undue public nuisance based on the 
report of the Deputy Commissioner of the District. In such cases, the 
distance of 100 (hundred) meters [50 (fifty) meters in State Capital] 
would have to be maintained by the IMFL shops. Also for Rule 2(a), 
the timing for opening of IMFL shops should be only from 4:00 P.M. 
to closing time in the State Capital for shops located between 50 
meters and 100 meters."

3.	 Deletion of Rule 182 - Rule 182 of the Principal Rule shall be deleted 

4.	 Addition of New Rule 191 (A) - After Rule 191 of the Principal Rules, the following new Rule 191A shall 
be added, namely:-

"191 A. Retail license for sales of Wine and Beer only in the premises for ON license-

The retail license for sales of Wine and Beer only in the premises for "ON" license can be issued by 
Government provided all procedures as in the case of IMFL retail "ON" outlet is followed: 

Explanation: - For the purpose of the Rule, 

(a)  Wine and Beer "ON" Licenses - for consumption in the premises. 

(b)  License fee - ` 30,000/- per annum each with an equal amount of security deposit."
