All
proposals for Environment Clearance shall be received at the State Environment Impact Assessment
Authority (SEIAA) Secretariat and shall be referred to the State Expert Appraisal Committee (SEAC) for
scrutiny, scoping, appraisal etc., as per the Notification No. S.O. 5846(E), dated 26" November, 2018 and its
subsequent amendments.

The financial support including transportation and such other facilities in respect of its statutory functions shall
be provided to both the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA) and the State Expert
Appraisal Committee (SEAC) by the Meghalaya State Pollution Control Board out of the grant received under
the Head of Accounts "2406-Forest & Wildlife-01-190-Assistance to Public Sector and Other Undertakings-
(05) Financial Assistance to State Environment Impact Assessment Authority(SEIAA)-36 Grants-in-Aid-
General (Non-Salary)".

The SEAC, Meghalaya, shall function on the principle of collective responsibility and the Chairman shall
endeavor to reach a consensus in each case, and if consensus cannot be reached, the view of the
majority shall prevail.

The Government of Meghalaya, shall notify an agency to act as Secretariat for the Authority, Meghalaya
and SEAC, Meghalaya and the Secretariat shall provide all financial and logistic support including
accommodation, transportation and such other facilities in respect of all their statutory functions.

The sitting fee, travelling allowance and dearness allowance to the Chairman and Members of the
Authority, Meghalaya and SEAC, Meghalaya, shall be paid as per the rules of the State Government of
Meghalaya.
